ANNUAL WATER USERS MEETING - 1934

Tha annual Water Users Meeting of the Huntingtcn CreexX
Distribution System was held on February 29, 1984 in Castle Dale,
Utah. The meeting was called tec order by Mr. Earl Staker, Deputy
State Engineer at 11:10 a.m. Because a chairman was nct
appcinted feor 1983, Mr. Staker ccnducted the meeting. He stated
that Mr. Don Norseth, Directing Engineer over distribution
retired on Dacember 31, 19%3 and Mr. Richard Hall has recently
been appointed tc fill his pesiticn. UMr. Staker then read the
ninutes of thne distribution meeting held February 3, 1983 which
established the distridbution system on Huntington Creek. Hal
Guymon made a moticen that the minutes Dbe accepted as read. It
was seconded by Carly Burton and the moticn carried.

The next item of business was the financial report. WMr.
Staker indicated that as of January 1, 1983, there was nc money
in the trust account, howaver receipts for 1983 amcunted to
$13,486.50. Expenditures as of December 31, 1983 were $5377.62,
therafore the balance in the trust fund as cof December 31, 19533
was $8108.88. A ncte was made that the only delinguent
assessmant was paid cn February 5, 1984 and that the balance of
trust funds included $4500.00 still owed to the commissicner and
$155.80 for travel expenses A mction was made by Carly Burton
that the financial statement Q§ accepted as read. Clyde Sherman
saconded and the metion carried. It was ncted that the
assessment for account %10 in the name of Norman Anderscn should
be sent tc David Kirkwceod of Huntingten, Utah feor 19084. 't was
discussed that the 84500.00 still owed tec the commissicner fer
salary should be paid by voucher te Mar Grange, the River
Commissioner and the Huntington-Cleveland Irrigation Ccmpany
because $U4500.00 had been withdrawn from the company account for
salary. Therefcre, the meoney still in the trust acccunt will
replace that already drawn from the company.

The next item of business was the ccmmissicner's report Dy Mr.
Grange. He stat=d that because of axcessively nigh water in
1983, all of the lower diversicns had washed cut and as a result,
cnly a small quantity cf water was diverted after repairs were
made. The Irrigation Ccmpany used its usual amount and had a
high carry cver in their mcuntain resarveirs. Mr. Grange further
stated that there was no infermaticn in his report cencerning the
mines in the area. However, ne would develecp a preogram this
coming year so that this information would be available. Carly
Burton wmenticned that the appreoximate yield of Huntingten Creex
was 150,000 acre feet which would appear tc be very little less
than 1952. Some guestions were raised concerning return flcw te
the lcwer users and it was decided that scme effort would be made
this ccming year to see that the lower users water was available
tc them. Carly Burton made a motion that the comnissicner's
repert be accepted. It was seconded by Bill Guymon and the
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motion carried. Carly Burtecn stated that the power company very
much appreciated the work that Commissioner Grange had done in
1983. Hal Guymecn agreed that what was accomplisnad was well
dcne.

The budget was the next item of business. After some
discussion, it was decided that a budget of $11,500.00 would be
prepared and assessments would be made for the same amount.
Eugene Jchansen made a motion that such a budget be adcpted.
Carly Burton seconded and the moticn carried. Therefore the
budget fer 1984 will be paid on a contractual basis and is as
follows:

The appointment of a river commissicner for 1984 was the next
item of business. A nction was made by Hal Guymen to appoint Mar
Grange as River Comuissioner for 1984 fer Huntingten Creek. A
second tc the motion was given by Carly Burton and the moticn
passed.

Establishing a committee for the Huntington Creek Systemn was
the next item of business. It was decided that the fellowing
ccmmittee would serve for 1984:
