SUMMARY OF COMMIS SIONER RESPONSIBILITIES

The commissioner's duties include
o Visit the diversions as often as necessary during the irrigation season to measure and

record the amount of water being diverted
o Operate and maintain the flow recorders
o Develop an understanding of the river system to efficiently and correctly handle day-to-

day challenges.
o Regulate the diversions to conform to the water rights
o Maintain records to monitor the exchange of water
o Determine from the flow recorder charts the amount of water delivered to each water user

during the irrigation season
o Prepare an annual report to the State Engineer documenting the distribution effort and the

amount of water diverted to each water user
o The commissioner is directed in all these activities by the State Engineer's office.
o At such time as the old Stevens recorders are replaced by digital flow recorders, the

commissioner will operate and maintain those devices.

To accomplish these duties the commissioner should possess:
o Ability to do routine math
o Ability to perform moderate physical activity in an outside environment
o Computer skills.
o Understanding of water measuring devices and how they are used
o Problem solvins skills
o Patience
