THE FREMONT RIVER WATER USERS ANNUAL MEETING

APRIL 8, 1983, LOA, UTAH

The meeting convened at 1:00 p.m. and those present were as
follows:

Don Norseth went over the water outlook throughout the state with
the conclusion that the reservoirs throughout the state are at
capacity and there are some flooding problems.

The 1982 minutes were not read because they were not available.

Jerry Bronicel read the financial statement for 1982. He also
previewed the 1982 budget expenditures.

Don Norseth reported that Richard & Wesley Jensen are delinquent
on their assessments.

Bobhby Edwards then reported on the river. There is good snhow
depth and there is no storage left on the Fremont. The floods
have caused alot of damage to the ditches during July, August and
September. The ditches that suffered the most were Caineville
and Hanksville. Overall the river system is in good condition
and the flood damage has been repaired. Don Norseth approved the
report as given.

1983 budget expenditures were discussed and a new budget was
proposed as follows:

1. Commissioner's Salary $ 2,000.00
2. Matching Social Security Tax 133.00
3. Matching State Retirement 322.00
4. Commissioner's Travel Expense $.35/mile 1,550.00
5. Bonds & Insurance Premiums 30.00
6. Annual Report (1982) 100.00
7. Phone Expense 30.00
8. Training Expense/Miscellaneous 35.00

TOTAL 1983 BUDGET $4,200.00
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TOTAL 1983 ASSESSMENT $4,200.00

Keith Durfey made a motion to accept the budget and assessments
as proposed and it was seconded by John M. Johnson. The motion
passed unanimously.

John M. Johnson made the motion to hire Bobby Edwards and it was
seconded by Andrew J. Ferguson. The motion also passed
unanimously.

Keith Durfey made a motion to turn the water into the system by
April 1st. The motion passed unanimously.

Keith Durfey mentioned that he had a phone in his truck and that
it could save Bobby Edwards some time and travel. The number is
425-3282. He also mentioned that the flume has been put in on
the Sandy Creek.
