inlon thete lras no use turrring water down the canal if the private users

dolrn bel-ow diverted it all- and Hanksville still didntt get any water.

A cornrnlttee of three men was set up as a cooperatlve ccmnittee

of: Harold Ekker, President, Hanksville Irrlgatlon Ccmparry; Clyde Behunin,

president of Torrey Irrigatlon Ccmpany; and Do1an Bryan, President of Caine-

vi1le lrrigatior Ccmpany, They are to set the headgates on the cooperative

users on1y, and to disorss wlth the prlvate users the problems at handr to obtaln

their cooperation for the reraalnder of the year. The rights to be pro-rated
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according to the Decree nth the exception of the 5.1+l efs of water pur-

chased by Torrey, rrhich nould be added to their pro-rata share and deducted

frcrn the forrner owners.
