4. If necessary, another vote to determine the method of regulating water in the Milford area.

5. If necessary, prepare a new budget for the 1996 system operating expenses including the

commissioner’s salary and set a new assessment for 1996.

6. If necessary, a new recommendation for commissioner for 1996.

Enclosed are two ballots. One ballot is to decide if there should be another vote on the method
of regulation. The other ballot is for a re-vote on which method of regulation should be used. Each water
user that pays an assessment in the Milford Area Distribution System will receive a ballot and each will

have one vote. Please bring your ballots to the meeting, they will be used for the
voting there.

Itis very important that you attend this meeting to make sure that you
understand the two alternatives for regulating water and to cast your
ballot. All water users will be bound by the decision made at this meeting.
