
'Minutes of the Annual Water Users meeting , Milford Valley Distribution Systen, X'ebruary
9,1995.

The aonual $ater user's meeting for the Mlford Valley Distribufiion System was called to order by
Chairman Jamqs Mayer, Febnrary 9,1995 at 3:15 p.m. In the Railrcad Clubhouse . There were
16 watcr uscr's lncscnt, I water commissioncr, Rob Adams andl^arry Sowpr from Circle Foru
Fams, 5 Division of Water Rights Repesentatives andNick Swain"

Minutes ofthe 1994 meeting was read by Secretary Iftisteo ldayer. Three corrections was made

and Arlan lvlayer nade a motion to accept the minutes with Crary Sullivan second the motion and

all were in favor.

Financial report was given by ke Sim. Balance of Distributio'n Trust Frmds, January l,1994,
$4,514.58; Total receipts, $3,120.01; Expenditules,$6,067.71; Balance ofDistribution Tnrgts

Frmds December 31,1994, $1,666.8E. Jerry lvlayer madc a motionto ac,c,eptthe financial report ,
Keith James secondthe motion, and all were in favor.

Commissionff Richard Jefferson gave the C,ommission€r's report. 98o/o of water user's wert
incompliance with the pitot tube and meter readings. Two dozen valves were not the right size and

had to be changed, He stated that there were two water lLsef,'s ttnt has no m€ter's or valves on

their wells. There was 24@ acre fe'et of water that was over pumped'

Sweral Warer llser's had comments on the water summary tbat was handed out. lvlany

corrections were made. Alan Wood wanted to know ufro he could notiff to cbange the Titles on
the wells. ke suggssted to not8 Kerr]' Carpenter aod also the State Enginoer.

Commissioner's report will stand as given.

James stat€d that the Water Committee met in January and the Committee thought it would be a

good idea tbat every well had a valve on it so it could be read with tho pitot tube if the meter

breaks down and that evory readiry will cost $25.00. They suggest that if the Water User dido't
waot to put the valve on that they would hire a person to drill it for them and they would pay him

$15.00 for eachvalve that is pttt on.

The board also talked about an assessment for readiqgs of wells on Circle Four Farms. They
dccidod to assoss thcm double since theyhave to be rcad all year. I:rrry Sowers commented that
there is two pumps and meters that will be set up at the well site so Commissioner wotr't have to
go to every bog house. Itre also stated that they will be using a lot less water than they intended He
saidthere will be groundthat will not be farmed

James then asked if anyone wanted to nominate a Water Commissioner for 1995. He said the
Water Committec has nominared Nick Swain Lyle Wiseman nominated Richard Jefferson brtr he
dcnicd Jcrry ldayer 2nd the motion for Nick Swain as Commissioner, all in favor.

A computer will be set up for the Commissioner to record all of his rcadhgs. There is no cost for
the co,mputer just $ I 0.00 maintenance.



Budgat wes then ret fc f 995. Coomissimer; salary, 2r27O.M; social security, $208.00;
telephone calls; $50.00;29 oents a mile for tavel. Bonding E:rpense; $50.00; Health and Life
Insurance Premiums; $50.00; Secretarial Expense; S25.00 a meeting; Committee Expense;

$2000.00; Equipment Expense; $2000.00; Mscellaneous Expense; $200.00; 1995 Budget
$6078.00; 1995 Systom Assessment; $4500.00. Jerry lvlayer mad€ a motion to accept the budget

for 1995, Tim \darshall2nd , all in favor.

Rusell Albrecht thn asked if Mlford Warer lJs€r's wanted to be involved with Rocky Ford
protesting any well's beiry drilled in the Eastern Valley? Jerry lvlayer suggosted to write a lett€r to
the State asking how they got river ruater transferr€d to well's? Kerry Carpenter stated that uafer
from the river has not been traosfer€d to well's. It was decided nrtat Beaver Valley needs is a
Commissioner that can regulate grormd r4arer and make sure each well has a meter on it. Le,e Sim
suggest tbat letter's from individuals as well as group's need to be sent to the State for any
enforcement to be made. Coy Williams asked what is the dafe tbat they can start to water. I-e€ said

it d€peod€d on the well. But usually from lvlarch l5th to April l5th"

Cbairman James tvlayer suggested tbat there needs to be five members on the Wafer Board. He
suggest to nominale somcone from Minersrrille. It will be a rotating board aod they will serve for
five years. Tim fvlarshall nomioated Sbarm Pearson, it was seconded by Russell Albrecht and all
were in favor.

Keith James made a motion to buy a modem and soft wear for the computer for $300.00, Russoll
Albrecht 2nd the motion and all werc in favor.

There being no firther business the meeting was adjourned ar 4:55 p.m.

On February 28th at 7:30 p.m. Mlford Valley Distribution Water Comnittee met at the home of
Chairman James lvlayer to unite a letSor to the Stats about water being pumped in the Beaver
Valley.

Watsr Committee members pleseot were Shaun Pearsoq Russell Mayer, Gary Sullivan, and Keith
Jancs wasn't ablc to attcnd.

James told the board that Nick Swah haq rcsigned. They decided to ask Jerry Mayer.

Ths bosrd d€cid€d thet if the meter is not working on wells thst the Coolmieeioner should go
ahead and take a rcading with the pitot tube and assess the Water User $25.00.

Water Committee also wants the State to send out a letter to every Water User stating tbat the
Valley have been over pumped in previous years andto try to consenre watsr.

A letter was seirt to Stato Engineer, Robert Morgan, IJe Sim, and Kerry Carpenter.

The meeting was adjourned al 10:00 p.m"
