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Rc: WCWEP; Remote Capability on New Diversion Structures
Dear Bob:

We appreciate the input you provided in your letter dated January 27, 1998. We have carefully
considered the need for remote gate control capability and real time monitoring of the diversion
structures and determined that it is not necessary at this time and not economically feasible to
provide as part of the WCWEP.

It is my understanding from a December 12, 1997, telephone conversation with Mr. Lee Sim of
your office that the State’s Attorney had determined the Wasatch County Special Service Area
(WCSSA) could be responsible for operation of the Timpanogos and Wasatch diversion
structures as anticipated following the WCWEP construction. Mr. Sim indicated that the Heber
Valley Irrigation Companies would have to provide written concurrence with the proposed
distribution management by WCSSA rather than the River Commissioner. At this time, we are
obtaining the necessary agreement from each of the participating irrigation companies.

We anticipate working closely with your office and River Commissioner, as well as WCSSA, as
the WCWEP project is put into operation.
