ADOPTION OF RESOI,UTION TO BE PRESENTED TO STATE ENGINEER

Prior to the arrival of the State Engineer staff,
Presldent Ure cal.led a special. meeting to order of those Di-
rectors preEent in Roon 1400 of the new Courthouse as desig-
nated in the State Engineers notice of. meeting dated December
28, 1989 and first noted that the roon was not suitable to
hold the meeting and ask Rick Cox j.f he would check to see if
Room 2301 was available.

President Ure then counted those directors present and
there being a guorun in attendance presented the resolution
to be presented to the State Engineer regarding the filing ot
change applications and Ehe Provo River System. After review
by the direetors, Director Anderson moved that the Resolut,ion
be adopted by the Board and that the PresidenL and Secret,ary
be authorized to execute the Resolution. The motion was sec-
onded by Director Giles and carried unanimously.

PROVO RIVER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

RESOIJUTION

WHEREAS, the Provo River Distribution Syst,em is com-

prised of a Board of nine Directors. Each Director repre-

sents a group of water users which includes all the water us-

ers from t,he head water of the Provo River to Utah Lake; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Provo River Dis-

tribut,i.on System is responsible for representing the water

users on the Provo River and protecting their water tnter-
ests; and

WHEREAS, the Provo River Distribution System has experi-
enced and will continue to experience considerable impacts

resulting from the approval by the State Engineer of water

rlghts change apprications based upon applicants' ownership

of shares of stock in irrigation companies; and

I{HEREAS, upon approval of these change applications the

applicant has been permitted t,o remove a proportionate share

of water from an irrigation company's canal systemi even

though titre to the water rights belong to the canal company

and the byl.aws and articles in many c.ases prohiblt such ac-

tlon, without, requirenents by the state Engineer that an eg-

uitable guantity of wat,er represented by the applicant,s
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gtock remain in the irrigation company's canal system for

canal loes and carriage water, and also without requirement,s

by the State Engineer that an equitable quantity of the

applicant's water remain in the Provo River System to satisfy
return fl.ows to the Provo River as provided for in the Provo

Rlver Decree; and

WHEREAS, the State Englneer has approved numerous change

applications t,o wel.ls throughout the drainage without ad-

equate funds and provisions for the continued nronitoring and

regulation of these wells by eit,her the Provo River Connis-

sioner or the State Engineer.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOIJVED AND IT IS HEREBY

RESOIJVED, that t,his Board of Directors of the provo

River Distribution Syst,em is opposed to any future approvaJ.

of water rights change apprieat,ions that remove water rlghts
from irrigation cornpanies within this system without equi-
tabre provislons wherein the applicant is required to arlo-
cate a portion of his shares of irriga.t,ion stock as determine

by the irrigat,ion company for canal rosses, carriage water

and return fLow water to t,he Provo River System; and

FURTHER RESOL,VED, that the state Engineer enforce exist-
ing nemorandum decisions that require change applicants to
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pay expenseE incurred through the diEtribution and regulEtion

of theEe lraters by exacting paynent. fron the applicant to the

general fund of the Provo River Distribut,ion Syst,em for such

costs, i.n addltion to those assessed by the irrigation com-

pany, BS determined by the Provo River Commlssioner and the

State Engineer.

FURTHER RESOIJVED, that all future appllcants be reguired
to contact the Provo River Commissioner and satisfactorily
demonstrate to him that the appricant can and wilr properly

neter diversion of water prior to t,he approval by the state
Engineer for such divereion.
