Dear Mr. Haycock:

As you are aware, the Division of l{ater Rights has been working
very closely srith Jody Willlans and Carly Burton, together wlth
your staff that naintains and superrrises tlre Veygr -Sand Cove and
eunlock hydroelectrLc facilltles. Numerous couplalnts have been
received in the past and have been brought to your attention in
correspondence from this offl,ce. As you are weII aware, f have
received some conflicting reports and data concerning the water
delivery and the practice of Utatr Pouer and Light Conpanyr as Y9I+
as the consunptive use diverters. llherefore, in Deceuber f walked
uuch of the Santa Clara systen above the Sand cove Resetnroir to
personally obsewe the situation.

Based on ny obserrratl.on and review of the rater rights for the
Santa Clar{ system, as well as the lnput and data from Utah Power
and Light and-the varLous water users, tbe following I'irlal Order is
issued-concerning operation of the hydroelectric facilities. This
letter seliles ai a Final Order in response to the Request for
Reconsideration dated June 13, 1990. '

1. Utah power and Light CoDpany shall install threc neasuring
devices as indicated in your letter of October 15, 1990. Tttey
wiII be inEtalled at the fotlowing locatLons: 1) diversl.on
point above Baker Reservoir, 2, in the VeYg Irrigation Company
attcfr upstrean fron the Veyo hydroelectric plant; and 1) -atthe delivery point lnto tJe Upper Sand Cove Resetryolr. Siting
of the locations for the rneasuring devices shall be
coordinated wlth the river counissioner and the Division of
Water Rights araa office in Ccdar City. Such devices shall be
Ln place by March 1, 1991.

2. Dlversions into the pouer canals, 1.e., above Baker Resenrolr
to the Veyo Plant and Veyo P1ant to Upper Sand Cove Resernroir,
shall be liuited to 10 cfs for Power generation purPoses.
Each porler canal wllI bc considered lndlvldual.ly, and should
Deasurcnents indicatE that losses exceed 15t of the diverted
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anount, the connissioner uill notify Utah Poncr and Light and
the divergion will be stopped. After malntenance is
perforned, a f,Lve-day test of tbe iuproved canal will be
perfoltued. Should tbe results Lndlcate that losses can be
held belou 15t, operation can continue. llhe sane test wlll be
reguired for diversions in excees of 1O cfs. rl diversions
above 10 cfs are allowed and Doasurenents indicate losseE in
excess of 15t, the coull.ssionsr slll notify Utah Power and
Light and linit .the flow to tO cfs. If DeaaurcDents
demonstrate that diversione in excess of 10 cfs can be raade in
either canal with losges not exceeding 15t, diversions in
excess of 10 cfs uill be allowed.

3. Demonstration of compliance uith the Loss criteria shall be
evidenced by a plan for continued naintenance of the power
canals,

4. The Division of Water Rights vill also take into consideratlon
accretLons back to the natural strcaa fron losses in the canal
f,or the polrer canal frou above Baker Rese:nroir to the veyo
plant if they can be substantiated by appropriate DeasureDent.

5. The four lrrigatlon headgates nicessary to take water frorn the
Veyo Irrigation Company shall be replaced or repaired so that
accurate Deasurenents ol these diversions can be made. Such
work sha1l be conpleted on or bcfore [arch 1, 1991.

5. Data shall be gathered and srrblitted to the DivlsLon of lfater
Rights concerning capacities and operation of the uPPer Sand
Cove and Iower Sand Cove resenroirs such that accurate water
delivery infornatlon can be dctcrnined and flows returning to
the Santa Clara River can be coupared to those dlverted
upstroau

7. AII infotmation gathered frou the installation of the
nonitoring devices shall be sublltted to the Division of t{ater
Rightsr ES weII as to the river cornoissioner. fn addl.tion,
the river connissioner should be provLded trith the necessary
access so that hc nay obserrro tlrese treasurtnents.

It is ny opinion that significant losses to the systeu start to
occur above 1O cfs, and this is the reasoning behind ttre diversion
linitation, The burden of proof thtt nlninal losses can be
sustained through the inprovenents to the systeu rnust be
deuonstrated to the Division of tfater Rightsr is prevLously
nentioned in paragraph 2, and adJustoents can be made accordingly.
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while thls is a Final order, this office retains the right toreview the continued_.op-eratlon ana uaintenance of the systeu an6 to
T?k: appropriate nodiiications to this order as circuistanceJ roiydictate.
