The meeting was called to order by Ivan Cowley who presided at the meeting. An opening prayer
was given by Blaine Ipson. The secretary read the noiirc of annual meetingl

The Secretary then read the minutes of the annual meeting of the Sevier River Water Users
Association held on February I , 2001 . Upon a motion by Brent Cowley and second by Jerry Skeem,
the minutes were approved as read.

President Cowley turned the floor over to Lee Sim from the Division of Water Rights who gave areport of the 2001 expenditures and receipts. Expenses for the year were $149,g46.59. Expenseswere $18,157'41 less than the budget. Mr. Sim noted that there was a total of $3,99g.40 indelinquent assessments. A motion was made by Ray Hoelzle to approve the financial report andproposed budget. The motion was seconded by Jawis Sorensen and passed unanimously.

Time was glven to Commissioner Walker to report on the current water rights status on the lowersevier River. On October 1 , sevier Bridge Reservoir (Yuba Dam) was at 4g.3, which is 57,g 1 0 a.f.The net hold over on october I was 56,rso a.f. As bf toduy, there is s2,g44a.f. of new storagemade' There should be about 70,000 a.i. of new rtotugr tuae byApril l. The primary users had63%olast year. He noted that there isn't a sensor at SeviJr Bridge Reservoir below the 60, contour sodon't rely on the internet information for lower water levels. 
-The 

snow pack is at 57%o. He noted



that the allocation model will be added to the internet this year. There was a general discussion
among the users regarding more timely reading from the USGS on their stations.

Commissioner Owens reported that there is 42,320 a.f. in Piute Reservoir. He encouraged those
present to attend the UW'UA Workshop in March.

The board reported that the real-time system was continued to be refined and more stations added.

President Cowley noted that this grant from the Departnent of Commerce was is its final year.

President Cowley held elections to fill the expired terms of Afton Blood, Russell Christensen, Kurt
Sorenson and Phill Nielson whose terms had expired. Nominations were made for Afton Blood,
Russell Christensen, Kurt Sorenson and Blaine Ipson. .Iarvis Sorenson moved that all rules and

regulations to the contrary be suspended, and that the four nominated to the board be put in by

acclamation. The motion was seconded by Jerry Skeem and passed unanimously.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
