It has been brought to my attention by Sevier River Commissioner,
Ray Owens that the Bear Creek Canal has been continuously
diverting from 2.5 to 5.0 cfs of water over their right of 5.0
cfs. This practice has existed for the past two months.

I will remind you that the Bear Creek Irrigation Company has been
warned of this practice in past years. In light of the critical
low flows in the Sevier River drainage this year, any violations
in water right diversions will not be tolerated.

Therefore, this letter will serve as official notice that if
further violations occur in over-diverting for the Bear Creek
Canal from this date forward, legal action will be taken against
the irrigation company.

I would appreciate your immediate attention and cooperation to
this matter.
