The purpose of the meeting as ststed by President P. T. Blsck
was to consider last yesr' s (1942) operations, Comwmissioners for
1943, and z budget for 1943.

The Committee wzs met very kindly by the State Engineer who
expressed appreclation for the help of the Comaittee in the
past. ir. Watson expressed a desire to cooper:cte fully in the
futyre. He further stated that the wishes of the Commnittee would
be carried out 1n so far as they do not conflict with State
Irrigation laws.

Tae annual meeting of the Associ:stion to be held in Richfield
February 2nd was discussed. It wes decided on account of gas
rationing and tires, that the old board should hold over provided
gufficient stock were not oresent on said dste to elect a new
board.

The legallty of the present Bosrd doing business for the
Sevier River System wzs Juestioned. After considerable discussion
it was decided they represented z majority of the stockhiolders on
the Sevier River System.

The Stzte Engineer asked to be furnished with a copy of the
Articles of the Association, and this was done.

Last yeer's expenditures by the Sta te Engineer for the
Assoclation were considered.

Joseph Peterson moved that the expenditures be accepted.
The wotlion was seconded by G. W. Bloomjulst and czarried.

A proposed budget, togethsr with the apoolntments of
W. C. Cole of Delta and Larue Ogden of Richfleld as Water
Commissioners for the Sevier River System for 1943, were considerea.

The budget was not written up on asccount of insufficilent
time after the Commlttee was notified that the State Engineer
would be out of town the following day. The Commnlttee presented
the budget verbally with the understsnding that it %buld be written
the next day snd left at the Stste Englneers office. This met
with Mr. Wstson's &approval.

Delinjuent assessaments were considered. It was stated by
Mr. wWstson that all assessments h&d been paid except that of
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. M. Jorgenson of Salina and the Utah-Idato Sugsr ecznum{watQ %; v

Rlcafleld. It was decided that S. ul. Jorgenson's assessmefte-. _
should be canceled because of insufficlent evidence to collest//ZT{I\
The Comalssioners were asked to keep striet account of this o
water in the future. The Utah-Idaho account was also canceled

as it was ststed they claimed no right, that the water was being
diverted fm=fmgr through the Richfield Cansl and the assessment

pald by the Richfleld Canal Company.

The Pangultch Lake Dam was discussed at length. It was
declded that the Committee would renew their protest to the
raising of the Dam, 1f raising the Dam would add to the rights
as set forth in the Cox decree. A resolution to this effect was

The State Engineer was asked by the Committee to disallow all
gubsejuent filings on the Sevier River System for irrigation as
the Sevier River is fully appropriated at the present time.

The State Engineer was asked to furnish the Secretsry of the
Assoclation with a 1list of all filings and chsnges of poilnts of
dilversion on the Sevier River Systen.

Meeting ad journed.

Reference 18 made to your letter of February 10, 1943. The
Committee allowed the $45.00 to W. C. Cole, Water Commissioner,
for his expenses in connectlon with the Sevier River Committee
meeting in Salt Lake City. A resolution to this effect was
slgned and 1s in your office at the present tlme zlong with the
resolution for ir. Ogden's allowance.
