The assessments are based on the number of acre feet of water
diverted by the water users d.uring the.previous year' There is a

e-to I ratio for Class I water users, i.e- 5 for users above
piute Reservoir and 7 for aI1 0ther users- The amount of water
r"p"rt"a used by each water user is multiplied by.either 6 or 7 '
The t,otal of the Class I units is used in proportion with the
units for each water user to determine the amount of each class I
assessment.

Class II assessments incl-ude those rights tributary to the
Sevier River which do not require regular visits by the
commissj-oners. These assessrients are based on water rights ' - .

This class is divided into five subclasses and weighted according
to needed regulation.

The total assessment for the sevier River DistribuLi-on
System is set by it" ai"tribution system committee at its annual
*'u"ting with the state engineer and then ratified by the water
users at their meeting

The total- system assessment is split so that 9oz is paid by
the cl-ass I assessments and 10? by the cl-ass II assessments
