While we were with Mr. Smith, he made the statement that it was
not his place to say who did or did not receive water, this was a matter
to be determined by the River Commissioner and the State Engineer's Office.

After Scott Smith had Tooked over the documentation prepared by
Don Norseth, Directing Distribution Engineer, Mr. Smith stated he would
deliver the water in question as adjudicated by the Cox Decree.

Mr. Smith also indicated he did not feel this water right was
correct, and he was considering going into the matter further through
Mr. Stan Adams, Area Engineer for the Sevier River Area.
