Mr. Donald C. Norseth of bhe Sbate Engineerrs 0ffice called the meeting

order and gave a brief review of water conditions throughout the state.

inforrned the users of the storage reservoir conditions and of the companiest
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attempts to seal sink holes that have occumed in the limestone formations

in these reservoirs. Tn some cases, these holes have been cleaned and

filled with concrete; whereas, others have been filled with a clay base

tamped solidly into the sink holes. The State is watching for results

of lhese precedures.

A motion was made by Mr" Carlquist, seconded by Mr" Tesch, that the

budget be adopted and that an assessment be made by the State Engineerrs

Office to all the users in the amount of $2tr52o"lJ5. fn addition, the

State Engineer shal-l be authorized to use any surplus or bank balance

remaining to the credit of the association on December 3]-t l-97)tt to meet

expenses until such time as the I97l+ assessments are collected, and

that the State Engineer be authorized to charge a IO% penalty on all-

assessment accounts that are sixty days delinquent. Voted and passed

unanimously"

Mr. Wilson indicated that the next order of business was to have

Mr. David B. Gardner report to the users the water outlook for the

year 1975. That report i-s as follows:

The water outlook for Utah Lake and Jordan River Distribution
System is again excellent from a storage standpoint of Utah Lake.
The lake elevation as of January It L975, was a -1"90 feet
below compromise with a storage capacity of 7221300 acre feet
and a usable capacity of 62Oe8O0 acre feet.

The precipitation outlook is not quite so bright. As of
January I, 1975, recording stations such as Trial Lake report
being 73% of norrnal; Strawberry Divide reports being 60% ot
normal; and Beaver Creek Gauging Station reports being \O\t ot
norrnal. This indicates that we are probably 80% to IOOfi of
nor:nal using a ll-year average.

The Utah Lake and Jordan River Dam Commission has agreed
to keep the gates at Utah Lake cl-osed to February l, 1975,
thus storing approximately 50r000 acre feet of additional waters"
At that time, the Dam Commission will reeval-uate this si-tuaiion.
There is a sl-ight posslbility thab the Lake nay reach compromJ-se
in late April if, in fact, the gates remai-n closed for that
period of time" ff the precipitation outlook improves, these
gates may have to be opened prior to FebruarX I, 1975"

From the end of the irrigation season, October Lr, i-97lJt
through to December lI, I97lJ, maintenance work has been accomplished
at the Turner Dam and its bay at the Jordan Nar.rows. These
structures are now 1n excellent working condition and the overall
distribution system is in top-grade condition. T, therefore, feel
thab bhe year l-975 should not create any problems in regard to
adequate supply and/or distribution of water"

River Dam Commission. Voted and passed unanimously"

Mr. Wilson then reported on the status of the Provo.Jordan River

Parktuay, He indicated to the members that some property had been

purchased and that progress was being made toward the construction of the

dams. He also reported that there were hearings being held in Provo

regarding fuovo River and kovo Cityt s asking for exchange of irrigation

rights to cufinary rights and that the protests being made were by Salb Iake

City, Kenneeott Copper Corporation, Metropolitan Water'District of Salb Lake,

Central lltah Water Conservation District, and the Lhe Bureau of Reclamatj-on

who basically were representing bhe Water Users within this district.

Mr. Wilson then asked Mr. Lee if there were any pertinent bills

pertaining to the tfater Users coming before the Utah State Legislation now

in session. Mr. Lee reported that there was a tt0lean Water Actrt which

would be presenbed by the Senate and indicated that the users should

oppose this bill in thab it again btrrows to much federal authority into

our type of water sYstemr

Mr. Wilson then asked if there was any additional business to be

brought before this body, there being noner meeting was declared

adjourned at 11235 a.m"
