Gardner
be recommended to the state Engineer for the positi-on of cornnissioner of
Utah Lake and Jordan River, ard that rrir. Jack Rindlisbach be recommended to
the state Engineer for appointment to uhe position of Deputy commissj-oner

of utah Lake and Jordan River, both for the period from Japuary r, r)56, to
December 3r, rg66, or unti-l a successor to ei-ther or both be eppointed

At this poj-nt, r{r. l',rorseth, Distrj-bution Engineer, made a statement
accepting the two appointees as recormended by the water users assenbLed.

rt was moved by r"ir. swensen, and seconded by i,ir. Nier.sen, that the
salary of the cornmissioner be set at $5r5oo.oo per year, payable in 12
equal nonthly installments for such portion of his time as is necessary
to properly distribute the waters of the system and file a conplete report
of hls work with the siafe Eng:i-neer, and in addj.tlon to the above salary
the assocj-ati-on shaLl pay the te.lephone birl of the comrnlssioner, he sharl
receive 70 per mire autonobi-Ie expense while on officlal duty, and g20.oo
per nonth shall be paid to the cornmissioner for offi.ce rent. carried
unanimously.

ft was moved by ivlr. swensen, and seconded by iyir. Nielsen that the
salary of rhe Deputy comrn-i-ssioner be seb at $r+rzoo.oo per year, payabre
in L2 equal rnonthly installnents, and in addition to the above salary he
shau receive 70 per mj-le automobi-le expense while on official duty. said
automobj'Ie e)q)ense shaLl be approved by the utah Lake cornmissioner.

period srrfficient to produce $llr5OO,OO, end the difference between the
budget and the arnount to be collected be rnade up from the now existj.ng
bank barance, and that the rninirnum assessment to eny water user be $r.oo,
and that the state Engineer be authorized to use any surplus or ba',k
balance rema5'ing to the credit of the association on December 3r, 1965, to
meet expenses until such tjme as the 1.965 assessment is corlected, and that



the State Engineer be authorized to charge a J:Of penalty on all accounts
