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Re: Water User Claim 81-3184, Garden Spring
Dear Mrs. Adams et al:

It was brought to our attention that the above named spring
has been developed and piped off the legally described place of
use and that the nature of use might also have changed. We made
a field examination of the allegation on July 19, 1989 and found
a blue plastic barrel at the spring. The flow of the spring is
diverted into the barrel and a pipeline connects this source into
a larger pipeline that conveys the water to the Virgin Flats
area. It appears that this work has been accomplished within the
past year.

We are unable to 1locate any authorization within the
Division of Water Rights that would have been necessary prior to
the accomplishment of the described project. Anytime the point
of diversion, place of use, or nature of use is changed is must
be accomplished through the filing and approval of a change

application. Since the above work was completed without this
authorization it is determined to be illegal and proper action
must be taken to correct the situation. We suggest that the

barrel and pipeline be removed until proper authorization can be
granted.

It is noted that water user claim 81-3184, Garden Spring, is
limited to 1livestock watering and is supplemental to several
claims. It would further appear that the livestock watering is
limited to use at said spring and that any unused flow would
naturally flow down-gradient to help satisfy other uses on that
drainage. There is evidence that the spring and runoff water
has flowed over or around the larger pipeline and has been used
in an irrigation system by the adjacent landowner.
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
