Subject: Henrieville Irrigation Company shareholder watering
practices.

Dear Mrs. Rose:

Rimrock Tree Farm is a wholly owned subsidiary of Affiliated
Management, Incorporated. I am writing you, as secretary,
because I am uncertain who is the legally elected president of
the Irrigation Company.

The Henrieville irrigation system, which was financed
through Utah State Water Resources, provides the physical means
to distribute more water to additional acreage and uses than
which the company has a legal right. This situation demands that
company officials scrupulously enforce shareholder self-control
of irrigation practices to ensure compliance with water statutes.

If your shareholders irrigate beyond their collective legal
entitlement, two events occur which adversely effect the
referenced Affiliated/Johnson water right:

1. Our downstream point of diversion receives insufficient
quality and quantity of water because your collection pond
never reaches the overflow mark.

2. Natural downstream recharge from your spent irrigation
water is lessened.

For the first time since its construction nearly fifteen
years ago, we are unable to fill our storage reservoir by first
week of May. Water which we have managed to collect so far this
spring is so salty that it has killed dozens of trees and
adversely effected hundreds of others. Increased stream flow
in the Henrieville Creek would help mitigate these damages.

In recent years I believe there has been an apparent
increase in number of acres being irrigated by Henrieville
Irrigation Company shareholders even though there has not been a
corresponding formal 1legal increase. If this creeping
expansionary practice is confirmed, the resulting encroachment on
our water rights and resulting damages must be rectified.



I understand the irrigation company regulates water usage
among shareholders according to the number of sprinkler heads per
share owned. I feel a more appropriate enforcement criteria
would be to divide the collective total diligent company water
right (328.36 acres) by the total number of assessible
outstanding shares to determine proper water usage for each
shareholder (ie - each user would have to own a specific number
of shares to irrigate an acre of land in a given gear). A
straightforth acreage measurement of shareholder irrigated lands
would be easy to monitor throughout the growing season to ensure
fairness for all and compliance with the law.

I have attached exhibit A which contains a legal description
and map indicating where the company's original diligent water
claim is to be beneficially used. I urge your duly elected
officers to immediately ensure that shareholders not exceed the
company's collective water usage or acreage entitlement. Failure
go do so would cause Rimrock Tree Farm additional irreparable
arm.,

We are facing a tough water year in our area, and it is
especially important to cooperate for the benefit of all water
users, whether they are fellow shareholders of the irrigation
company or other legal water right owners.

Please let me know if I can assist with your compliance
efforts. Thank you.
