l+st month you was confronted with a demand. from the }[t. Carmel
Irrigatlon Co. that automatic diviaion $ates be inetalled along
the 6reek to regulate the water in the ditches of the three largeat
water ueers heri. Thle ptoposal waa opBosed by the other companiea

"o Vor promieed. to come Oown ln June to gee for yourself wbat the
conhition was before you decid.ed on atry course of action. You aleo
asked the Mt. Carmel Irrigation Coupany to presen! a more definate
statenent of the plan tnei haa ln mind Bo you would have souething
more definate to work on.

I served, ee teter Coumiseioner here in 1951 and have had' some

a.*"na"O that f irif,e to-you end. irrsent a rplani: Th9 general
o"tii"" ol the plan proposed by Ml. Cermel ie to inetall what you

would. call rOiviaeA itumes, at the poirrt of d'ivereion of each of the
five dltches of tn" three irrlgatlon Coqlanig"- to measure out the
p""p""iion of vrater that belonged in each d'itch and' turn the rest
6n down tfre creek to the ditches where it b'tlonged.

The amount of water that belonga to each of these ditches ie
as follows:

sirnple. but aB you have correctly guessed, the problem of putting the
BIan into operetion ie not so simple.

The water users of trt. Cernel have agltated. for the lngtall{tion
of these flumes for quite e nunber of years, bur, agltatlng hae, for
the most part, been the extent of their exerti.ons ln that direction.
In 1931 George M. Bacon cane down and l{r. lanb and Mr. Steyens preaented,
thia Blari to him and got him to send out ordera to Glendale and
Orderville to inetall theee flumos inmediatly, at their own experra€r
lf,r. Lamb promised, in the nane of the Mt. Carmel Irrlgatlon Co., that
in case they refused or neglected to do it that tire water usera of
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I wes the Yater Oonmissloner that year so the job of eeeing that
the work got done wer put on ny should.erg' A ehort naratloa of uy
experlence will be enough to give you a generel ldea of the difficuLties
thst are to be encountered3

1. Ag soon as lflr.Bacon promised to send out the order for the
flqmee to be installed. t[r- La,nb went up the line and med.e Bome boaetg
lbout vhat rrer was going to force them to do, Thls arroueed quite
r little reaentment and. ie one of the reaaons it never got done.
2. Representatives of the Glendale Co. called attention to the
fact that in thelr caoe it would be neceesary to make two of
these flunes ln their ditchee. and it would be racher expensive
to build them and protect them from flood.sp They had no direct
pereonel interect in building then at all a.s they usually managed
lo get their share of the rater anJrway. They Ploposed that all
three companies ehould ahare the expense of bullding them and
keeping them in working order 1n proportion to the f,e.of ehares
of water that each company owned, They also called attention to
the fact that gulte a bit of the sater ueed. by Ordervillc and
Mt, Cgrmel sprang up below their point of diverslon and' the
d,ividers could not tre proportloned in any exact ratlo to the number
of ehareg they owned. IR Orderville the problem wae not nearly
so difficult -or expensive bccsuge there was not ao much water to
be handeled but they too thought that lft. Carmel should ghare the
expen6e. I thoirght this i reasonable propoaal' 8o I rent with
lt to llr. Ogner Lrmb .iho wea then Preeident of llt. Carsel Irrigation
Co. He said, rDldnft the State Engineer order them to put thoge
dividers in at their own expenge?r To which I couLd only anaYer
iyec! rfiff then Juet let then areat it out. The Engineer hag
got-ilre "i.np" on ifrcm and. he wlll nake then do 1tr.

I L:nev iuat the Engineer had no way d forcing tl,"t to do it.
AII he cou1d, clo was to [ive ua his moral support and let ue go

etread and do it ouraelvEe. 3ut faced with the odloeition_of
C1endale *tra Otaerville and, lacking the auport -of EJ- orn Company

f waa e,ble to do exactly nothlng and thai rae the emount tbat got
done.

I myeelf have a little epot of land. here ln ltrt. Carmel and' I a.u

interestld in finding a plan to dlstribute the rater so that re can

Algo provislon must be made so the diviter can be switched out of use
and Ordervillef s raier diverted in the ordinary w4y when water is
not lovr enough to be meaoured, so carefully. Orderville ovrns eeveral
sharea of second clase wa,ter to which ahe ie entitled as soon as l{t.
CarmeLta quota of first class is filled. This could be more easily
measured out to them if we had tne divlder to be used in addition to
their measuring weir. I think too tha,t ilt. Carmel ehould ahare the
coet of building and maintaining thia divider in 0rderville aocording
to the nuruter of gharea they own. If theee cond,iti.ons were net the
opposltion of the 0rd.ervilIe vater ueers to tiie flume dlvider ider
would, be very nuch lesoened, but I em not sure 1t vrould. be completely
overcome. I believe with a tittle moral anu legal backing from the
State Englneer we could, get it done.

Ye have hed a iDividerr at the head of }[t. Carmel Yest Ditch
for a number of years to divid,e the wa,ter between the East ditch
&nd the tfest ditch here. f have measured the vater several timeb 1n
the weirs below the dividdr and. have alrs,ya found. it properly d,ivided
when the divider rao clear and worklng properly. It iB e greet help
when it ie worklng, but it is not Bo vsry well proteoted from flooda
end when it gets birrried up we donft always take tlne to dig lt out
again,so 1t la gometimes out of uso.

Yhen you was in Glendale you aaked. uo why re didnrt uee the
telephone to call up the water cermrissioner rhen we wantsd hia gerYiseg.
Someone explained that it rag both qui.cker and cheaper to hunt him uB
in a csDr I have been thlnking since that it night pqy us to build'
a prlvate telephone llne for use ln compll.;ing and checking uP on
r,aier mesurementa daily. I thought if e, nan in each torn would. take
the meeuremente in hls ditches.daily, and. telephone hie findings in
to the comnissioner the commissioner could tiren quickly find the
eyerg,ge and, send out instructiona if any changes needed to be mad'r
in eiltrer of the ditches. Thia night be eaaier and cheaper then for
one nan to chace up ql:ld down alone. Thie ig uust a might be ld'ea.
I havnrt talked it orrer with enyone else to eee what they thought
rbout it.

This is a longer letter then I expected to write but I have
trled to bc ao faii and reanonable rB I could, rith a subJect that ig
subj ect to some dif f erenceg of opinion. Let ure lcnow 1f you think I
can be of any furtner assistencg to you.
