So that there may be method and uniformity used in the preparation
of these reports, an outline of what is desired is being prepared by this
office and will be sent to you soon for your information and guidance. In
the meantime however, there is another matter which should receive your
earnest and immediate consideration and that is the collection of deling-
uent assessmentss

Some distribution districts have about paid up and require little
or no attention on the part of the commissioner. The ma jority however, are
not in this class. I have done, through correspondence, all that appeared
possible in the collection of these assessments and it now devolves upon
you to follow up and contact delinquent users where required and get the
money so that your salary and expenses may be paid when duee.

The total sum assessed for your distribution in 1935 was § 8235 ;
of this § ©66e54 have been paid, leaving a balance upaid of § 15.8le
Payments made therefor, amount in the aggregate to 8l % which is more
than thatfaid at this date lest year.

Please refer to your rolls, after you will have checked with re-
ceipts furnished weekly by this office, to ascertain who the delinquents
aree.
