The aeeting was held in the small c;:urt roon of the Carbon CouatX Court
Eouse at Prlce, Utah on.tranuary 1?r 1951, at 9:lo p.M. The neetlng was

called to orCer by the Statc Englneer, FTaync D. Criddle, at rvhieb tinc
he outlLned thc purpoBc and reaeons for holdJ.ng said aeatinge. Iho
State Englnecr turned tha neeting ovor to Chairnan George l{ateruan.

X'1ret ord.er of buclnesa wa6 thc rcadlng of thc nLnutea of the previoua
annual ueeting by ifohn Benc, Secretaryl whlch neeting sae held Ln the
Bams court roon above nanod. Hl,nutes wore aecrpted ea raad.

The financj-al report wae read a.nd erplainod by trrank Roeso, Chlcf
Accountant for tbe Stato Engineerta Offico. Iie aade a special point to
nentlon rhe ncs speclal collectioa for late payueat of aaseaenGnte by
eome satcr uaera on Frlce Biver. l'lela anouated to t64.57. l'lotlon rae
nade by Joe,rph Kraync that the financlal report be aeecpted3 seconded
by B!-Ll Jackaoa5 uotl.on caruled.

Harvoy Thonas, River Coualeaioner on Prioe RlYer, reviered hlgh polnts
in hie Prl-ce Rlver dletributLon report for thc year I95O. He reported
that holdovcr etora6e for tho lrrtgation eeasoa endlng 0ctobor of I95O
waa 1560 acre feet against a holdover otorage of, the prevlous eeason of
5470 acre feet. Thc l-rrigation aeaaon began with l9tlOO acre fect in
the reaervolrS water delivered wae L5r|L, ac.ft., and the diff,orcnce
betseen the ai;nount delivered and the anount carrlad Ln thc reeervoLr at
the end of thc seaaon sas 1587 ac.ft.r irhlch rae loet j-n delivery and
evaporation fron thc reoervolr. Tho total of all water dclLverad to the
I'rice Rlver ayeten wao 50rf!4 ac.ft. and of thl's aaount B8t? ac.ftr waa
for cullttn"y L"o by the ci-tlea, ancl the cul!.nary water total of 89a
ac.fto cao6 or^lt of tha regervcir.

Hr. Thomaa also presented e copJr of the dally gagc heighte report whLob
!1r. Strdag at ttre reecrvotr kcpt daily. ThJ.e report wae to be filed ae
a eupplemont nith the regular hlver Cloutaclonerl e report to the State
Enginiertc Office. lleport aocepted aa road. Hr. Norstad frou tht
State Llaginoerc stated that hla worP-lng relationohip with FIr. Thonas the
paat CIr$cr on Prlee River waa very good and that ln hie opinlon Mr.

/-.) thonae vao doing iyery welL, and that the neaeuring Cev'icee and headgates
I we.rs checked on eoveral dlffcrent occaclone during the sunner and found
' to bc adcquate.

Hr. Thonas subnitted the only appllcation for tha iiiver Conrnlgaionerrs
Job to the secretary. Tho chairmsn read lir. fhonaar applic:rtion for the
Job. l'1r. fhoeaa was queetloned as to aale.ry for the Job and ho agrccd
to taL-e tlre job for the aane figure ho recelved ln 196Ot that le,
:i25OO.OO per yeRr. WilLLan t'{areiag nade a ootLon that Price River Water
Usera reconuend Fr. fiarvey Thonag ter the Stal;e irrgincer for reappointnent
for the year L961. Hotlon seconded by Joeepb Krayno and carrled.

The budget for 1950 wae r!1scu6s6d aad fouad to cover aII the expcnaeo
incurred durlng that year:. Motlon nadc by flllIlan Ftarolag thet the
budget be sct at the sare figurc aa ln 1960 rhtch wae ii]45O.OO. l{otion
seconded by Mayor WiUian i'Jeloh of Prj.ce City3 tuotlon carried.
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Chairman wateruan atated that tha Prlce Rlver AdJudl-catLon Connttteo had
collectecl $550.OO from the F).oyd Whtting Coaetructlon Co. for the uee of
rater out of Pr{cc Rlver and euggcetcd that thc State Engineer levy
ae6e6amsnte to cover the $a8Oo.OO of the budgct and trrc $55o.oo be used
to brlng the total up to $,45O.O0. This eeemed to be thc only placi
where all thc water uaers could reaoonably ohare 1n thia EoDClr

Motlon rraa aade by lilayor BilL Wcleh of Price Clty that the $65o.OO bc
ueed ln thc abovo Danner; notlon secondcd by Wllltan vauee and carrted
unaninouely.

Mr. Crlilttls etated tbat there rvao nothiug rerong with neking the aegeesnent
at ea6y a6 poaeible on the water uecro. Mr, Ericksoa froa the Statc
Engineerrs 9fficc preeented the water uaora wlth a map ehovlng all the
divereion poJ.nte on the Prlce Illver systoa and aleo dlil an sxcellont
Job explaining the varlous gaglng statlon locatLone end traotng the
prlnelpal souroee of water that nade up the Pricc Rlvcr systen.

Having completed all the regular bueineea of ths annual ueeting, J.t
waa laoved by Wi.lllsn Dause, secon,led by Walter Eorla that.the meeting
bo adJourned. Meltlng adJourned at 9159 P.H.
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
