calted to order by the State Engineer, Wayne D. Criddle, at which tine
he outlined the purpose and reasone for holding said neetings. The
State Eagi-neer turned the meeting over to !ha:!1nln Ceqf_ge Wejelean.

First ord.er of business waa the reading of the ninutes of the previous
annual neetiag by John Bene, Secretary, which neeting was held ln the
same court room above named. Minutes were accepted ?a r€adr

The financial report was read and explained by Frank Rcese, Chief
Accountant for the gtate ungineerrs Office. Ee made a special point to
mention the new special collection for late paynent of assessmente by
sone water users on Price River. Thie anounted to {64.57. Motion rae
uade by Joseph Kraync that the fj-nanclal report be accepted; secondeA
by Bill .fackson; notion carried.

Harvey Thonas, River Conniseioner on Price River, reviewed high polnts
in his Price River distribution report for the year I95O. He reported
that holdoyer storage for the irrigatlon season ending October of 195O
was 155O acre feet against a holdover storage of the prevlouB season of
5470 acre feet. The irrigation aeason began with lltJOO acre feet in
the reservoir; water delivered was 15,7L1 ac.ft.1 and the difference
between the auount deli.vered and the amount carried in the reservoir at
the end of the season was t58? ac.ft.1 which waE lost in delivery and
evaForation from the res€ryoiFo The total of all water delivered to the
Price River systen wa6 5Or?54 ac.ft. and of this anount 88r? ^".fto was
for culinary use by the cities, and the cullaary water total of 892
ac.ft. came out of the reservoir.

Mr. Thonas also presented a copy of the daily gage heighte report which
Mr. Str6,ng at the reservoir kept daily. This report was to be filed. ae
a supplenent with the regular River Connisslonerrs report to the State
Engin-erts Office. Report accepted aE read. Mr. Norstad fron the
State Eagineere stated that hiE worklng relationship with Mr. Thonas the
past suiler on Price River wac very good and that ln his opinion Mr.
Thomae was doing very well, and that the measuring devicee aDd headgates
were checked on eeveral different occasione during the sunmer and found
to be adequater

Mr. Thomas subnitted the only application for the River ConmissionerlE
job to the secretary. The chairman read Mr. Thonaet application for the
job. !lr. Thonae waa questioned as to salary for the job and he agreed
to take the job for the sane fj-gure he received in l95Or that is,
$Z5OO.OO per f,earo tillian Maroing nade a notion that Price River Water
Users reconmend Mr. Harvey Thonas to the State Engineer for reappointnent
for the year 1p5I. Moti-on seconded by Joseph Krayno and earrled.

The budget for 1950 f,aE discussed and found to cover all the expenaee
incurred during that year. Motion nade by Wll1ian Mareing that thc
budget be set at the sane figure Motion
eeconded by Mayor Ultliaa Welsh rice City; notion carried.
