
Minutes of the hice Rlver ilater Users Meetlng

Eeltl pursuant to the call of the State Srglneer 1n tho Prlce lfuniclpalBuilding, February 7, L9l+5 at the hour of 2:OO p.It.

The eaII of the State Englneers was read. and the mlnutes of the Prlce
Rlver i{ater users meeting heldl February ?, L9M was read., approved and accept-
ed on motion by }Ir. E. E. Peirce, seconcled by Mr. Kenneth Wilson, nrotlon upon
being duly put was unanlmously adopted.

Lfiotlon by Mr. Pelrce to appolnt IIr. G,eorge 'di. iTaterman to act as chair-
nnn, s€cond.ed by lvlr. Theodore Edur, motlon upon being duly put was unanj.nously
atloptecl.

The State h.gineer, &ir. Ed H. lVatson being unable to attend. the neeting
was represented. by bls deputy, }h. L. C. Monson.

The flnanclal report of tine I9M budlget was read by DI3. Monson and. a
motlon to accept sane as read. was made by I1r. T[n. lvlarsing. Secontled. by Mr.
E. E. Pelrcer motlon upon <luty put was unanlnously adopted.

Next in 1lne of business was the question of r€conmendtng a man to the
State Engineer to act as River Commissioner for the year L9t+5. After a canvas
of the varlous ditcbes of the project it was for.md that the .&llrecl tiltch was
represented, Bryner Ploutz Ditch, Stowell Ditch, Pioneer lto. 2. Independent
CoaI and Coke Compa!.y were representetl by Mr. Robins. Cook Ditch, Pioneer no.l
and the Price River Conservatlon District were represented.

The following ditches had no representation. ltlellington Canal Company,
Price Water Compaay, Llnd. Ditch, OtBerto Dltch, Snyd.er Ditch, Spring eten Canai,
Gay Ditch, Cook Corley Ditch and the Bryner Hansen Ditch.

DIr. !{illian J. Blarney, Secretary of the Prlce Rlver Ad,Judlcation oomnlttee,
stated that approximately three hrrndred cards were :nailed to the water users on
the Price Rlver urging thern to attend this meeting to hear the varlous reports
and make recornrnend.atlons to tb.e State Englneer for the appointment of a River
Cornrni s sioner.

Lr. Enoch Bryner nominated Xir. lTllltam Robb. Mr. ffilllarn Diarsing nomin-
ating ilfr. tillllian J. Blamey. IrTo further nominations were presenteci.

A discusslon was held as to how they should voteo Mr. E. E. Peirce made
a motlon that the water users present vote as water users rather than tbe
atijuclication committee to recornmend. hls appolntment. At this tine there waa some
discusslon as to the question whether or not there were enough water users present
to reconmenti a Rlver Commlssioner.

The chal::nan d.istrlbuted the bellots among the users and on the flrst
ballot it was a tle. (tvir. t+tttian Robb, belng a farmer and water user and having
a right to vote for hfunself l'uhich he did.). 0n the second ballot one Inore water
user arrived., second ballot showing tvrelve votes for L[r. Robb and eleven votes
for Mr. Blamey.

Haterman, Be soon as posslbte what clecislon
ras nade. thls notlon ras eeconded by Mr. James Br5mer, motlon belng put was
unanlnously adopted.

Motlon by Mr. Moronl Ernt, seconaled by Noah Potter, that lf the State
Elglneer does not feel llke aplnlntlng Mr. Robb that he appolnt Ur. trllllen Jr
Blaney as Rlver Conmtssloner to eave the water users having to be calledl together
agaln.

Mr. Janeg Bryaer brought up the questlon regartting pay for the mrrnbers of
atlJuillcatlon coumittee for attending meetings.

ldrt Oreoa Marstng adtiEed Mr. Bryaer that the fasrers have never pald anyone
salary or mlleage on tbe aflJutl.lcatlon cormlttee since th:ls organizatlon. ft
moved by Mr. Marstngr secouded by Mr. E. 3. Pelrce that no palr be aIlowed..
notlon was put and was sllenlnoqEly.adopted,.

ldotlon was ciilJorrrnetl by Mr. Kenneth Wl1son, secondetl by Mr. Mathls, duly
put aatl was unanLmously adopted.
