Dear Water User:

The City of South Salt Lake is investigating the possibility of using one of
their wells, located near t.he former vitro Processing Site, as an additional
drinking water source. However, according to the fnLerim Ground-Water
Management Pl-an, this well is located in a management area where pumping is
restricted. For this reason, we are apprising you of the discussions taking
place between the Divisions of Water Rights and Drinking Water, and the City
of South Salt lJake. The wefl is Located North 1830 feet and West 1910 feet. of
the South 1/4 corner of section 25, Tl-S, R1W. It is l-0 inches in diameter and
812 feet deep.

South SaIt. Lake City contends that remediation of the Vitro Tailings site has
been sufficient, and t.hat limited pumping of this well wil-l not adversely
affect the water quality of the principal aquifer. Their contentions are
based on a Depart.ment of Energ'y Report, published in ,fanuary of 1993, which
describes the results of a hydrologic characterization study of the area.

The Divisions of Water Rights and Drinking Water believe there may be some
justification in allowing this well to be pumped on a limited basis; however,
protection of the principal aquifer is of utmost priority. Therefore, before
any approval to divert water is given, several- conditions need to be met.

2') A ground-water monitori-ng plan must be
level declines in the area.

3) Procedures for monitoring and reporting withdrawals from the weLl
must be developed so t.hat any relation between water l-eveI
declines and well- withdrawafs can be analyzed.

4) Procedures for collect.ing quarterly chemical analysis from the
well must be deveLoPed.

After these conditions have been met and approved by both Divisions, t.he weLl
may be pumped for a period of six mont.hs with the diversion rate not to exceed
1.0 cubic foot per second, and the drawdown in the well not to exceed 50 feet
below ground surface. This includes drawdown effects from nearby pumping
we}Is. After this 5 month pumping period, the data wil-I be carefully analyzed.
We feel it is important that you are aware of South Sal-t Lake City's
intentions and our approach to this issue. We welcome any comments and
recommendations.
