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This cause having come on regularly for hearing upon the Proposed
Determination of the State Engineer and the objections filed thereto, insofar
as the same relates to the rights of any of the users of the Weber River System,
other than the users upon the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber
River, and also other than those users who have rights upon the tributaries
and streams which flow into the Weber River from the north side below said
junction, and upon the petition of A. P. Bigelow, D. D. Harris, Levi Pearson,
A. V. Johansen, and Lewis Spaulding, a general committee representing all
of the water users of the Weber River System, as above limited, praying that
a final judgment and decree be entered herein, as set out in said petition, and
upon the stipulation of all the respective claimants that final judgment and
decree be entered in accordance with said petition, P. H. Neeley, Esq., appearing
as attorney for the users on the Upper Weber River Division of said system,
and above limited, E. R. Callister, Esq., appearing as attorney for the users
on the Central Weber River Division of said System, and W. H. Reeder, Jr., Esq.,
and J. A. Howell, Esq., appearing as attorneys for the users on the Lower Weber
River Division of said System, and the court having considered said petition
and stipulation, now makes and files the following findings of fact.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. That the plaintiff filed its complaint in this action in the above named
court on the 18th day of January, 1921, against the defendant Hooper Irrigation
Company, a corporation, and North Ogden Irrigation Company, a corporation,
in which action the State of Utah was joined as a party defendant, claiming the
right to the use of certain of the waters of the Weber River below its junction
with the Ogden River, and on the 26th day of January, 1921, the said defendant
Hooper Irrigation Company filed its answer to the complaint of the plaintiff
on file herein, and on the 28th day of January, 1921, the defendant North Ogden
Irrigation Company filed its answer to the complaint of the plaintiff; whereupon
said corporate parties to said action joined in a petition to the above named
court to make an order in said cause, pursuant to Chapter 67 of the Laws

of Utah, 1919, and particularly Sections 22 and 32 thereof and upon said stipulation
the court, on the 24th day of February, 1921, made and entered its order referring
said cause to the State Engineer of the State of Utah, for such action and
determination by him as is contemplated and directed by the provisions of
Chapter 67, Laws of Utah, 1919; that thereupon, to wit, on the 26th day of
February, 1921, the clerk of said court gave notice to the State Engineer that
this action had been brought for the purpose of determining the rights of the
several parties thereto to the use for irrigation purposes of certain quantities
of the waters of the Ogden River and the Weber River and of the order made
by the court on the 24th day of February, 1921; that thereafter, to wit, on the
24th day of September, 1921, the State of Utah entered its appearance in said
action by and through its Attorney General, and on said date and on the 28th
day of August, 1923, the State Engineer of the State of Utah, pursuant to
Section 22, Chapter 67, Laws of Utah, 1919, prepared and filed with the court
in this action statements giving the names and addresses of all the claimants
to the use of water from the river system involved in this action, to wit, the
Weber River System, so far as the said claimants were known to him, and
thereafter the clerk of said court published once a week for two consecutive
weeks in newspapers designated by said clerk as most likely to give notice
to such claimants, to wit, the Ogden Standard-Examiner, the Morgan County
Independent, the Coalville Times and the Park City Record, a notice setting
forth that said action had been commenced, naming and describing said river
system as the Weber River System and requiring claimants to the use of
water therefrom to notify the State Engineer of their names and addresses
for the purposes set forth in said Chapter, and thercupon all of said parties
by orders of the court duly made and entered on the 24th day of September,
1921, and the 28th day of August, 1923, were made parties defendant in the
above entitled action, and said orders further provided that the rights of all
of said parties and of all other water users on the Weber River System be
determined and adjudicated by the court in this action, as likewise were all

unknown persons claiming any right to the use of the water of said Weber
River System.
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That after the filing of said statements, the clerk of said court, having
ascertained as nearly as he could the names of all claimants to the right to
the use of the waters of said water system, prepared a notice and summons,
directed to all the known and unknown persons, firms, corporations, and
associations claiming any right to the use of the water of said Weber River
System, and setting forth that this action had been brought for the adjudication
of certain water rights in said Weber River System, and that pursuant to the
provisions of Chapter 67, Laws of Utah, 1919, the court was proceeding to make
a general determination and adjudication of all the rights in and to the use
of the waters of said Weber River System and that to that end the ‘State
Engineer, on the 15th day of October, 1921, had begun a survey of said system
and the ditches diverting water therefrom, as required for the purpose of
collecting data necessary for the proper determination and adjudication of said
rights, and giving notice that such claimants must within sixty days of the
service of said notice file a written statement with the clerk of this court
setting forth their respective claims to the use of said water; that said notice
and summons requiring each claimant to file such statement was served as a
summons issued by this court personally upon each known claimant who could
be found within the State of Utah, and by the order of the court was published
five times, once each week for five successive weeks in a newspaper, to wit,
the Deseret News, a newspaper published at Salt Lake City, Salt Lake County,
in the State of Utah, designated by the judge of this court as most likely
to give notice to the persons served, and those who could not be found within
the State, or whose names were unknown, which said order was based upon
the affidavits of the State Engineer that there were certain claimants to the
use of water of said Weber River System and certain users thereof who had
theretofore been made parties defendant in this action could not after due
diligence be found within the State and likewise that there were certain
claimants whose names were unknown, which said affidavits are hereby referred
to and by this reference made a part hereof; that the clerk of this court, prior
to the first date of said publication, to wit, the 2ist day of December, 1923,
also mailed by registtered mail to each of the persons, firms. corporations and
associations as were known to be claimants to the use of water from said Weber
River System a copy of said notice and a blank form on which said claimant
should present in writing all of the particulars relating to the appropriation
of the water of said Weber River System to which said claimant laid claim; that
within the time allowed by law and the extension of time granted by the court,
various and sundry claimants claiming a right to use water of the said Weber
River System filed in the office of the Clerk of the District Court in and for
Weber County statements in writing, signed and verified by the oath of the
claimants, containing the information required by law with respect to their
claims on blank forms furnished by the said State Engineer under the direction
of the court; that within thirty days after the expiration of the sixty days
allowed by law for filing statements, the said State Engineer, as required
by law, began to tabulate the facts contained in the statements filed, as aforesaid,
and within said time allowed by law, and continued said tabulation with respect
to those claims filed within the extensions of time allowed by the court, and
investigated the facts set forth in such statements with reference to the-surveys
which had been already made of said Weber River System, including that which
was on file in the offices of the clerks of the respective counties in which
said system is located and the records and files therein appertaining to said
claims and said system, and the rights to use the waters thereof, and the
further surveys thereof made by him and the records and files in his office,
and the objections which had been filed by certain claimants to the claims of
others; that after a full consideration by him of said claims, so filed as aforesaid,

of said objections to certain thereof, the surveys and records and files respecting
said system, and the rights to the use of the water thereof and after a personal
examination of said system said State Engineer formulated a proposed determina-
tion of all rights to the use of water of said river system and mailed a copy thereof
by regular mail to each of said claimants, with notice that any claimant of
the right to use the water of said system dissatisfied with such determination
might within ninety days from the date upon which said notice was mailed file
with the clerk of the District Court in and for Weber County written objection
thereto, verified on oath; that thereafter, to wit, on the 3rd day of September,
1924. said State Engineer filed said Proposed Determination in the office of
the Clerk of the District Court in and for Weber County; that thereafter, and
within the time allowcd by law and the extensions of time granted by the court
various and sundry objections to said Proposed Determination were so filed;
that thereupon, as required by law, the said State Engineer proceeded to distribute
the water of said system in accordance with said Proposed Determination and
has ever since continued to distribute the waters of said system except as
hereinafter stated and except in so far as the right to the usc of any of the
waters thereof had been or have since been decreed or adjudicated, in which case
such waters were distributed by him in accordance with such decrees; that all
of the facts hereinbefore stated are shown by the records and files of this court,
to which reference is hereby made.

That thereafter this cause was set for hearing upon said Proposed
Determination and the objections filed thereto as aforesaid, in so far as the
same relates to the rights of any of the users of said Weber River System, other
than the users upon the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber River,
and also other than those users who have rights upon the tributaries and
streams which flow into the Weber River from the north side below said
junction, on the 28th day of May, 1931, at the court room of the District Court
in the county court houses in Coalville, in the County of Summit. in the City of
Morgan in the County of Morgan and in Ogden City in the County of Weber,
and fifteen days due and legal notice was given to all the claimants to the right
to the use of any of the water of said system, as above limited, pursuant to
Section $1, Session Laws of Utah, 1919, and the order of said court. which said
notice stated that the taking of testimony would commence on said day at said
places; that at said hearings so held as so ordered and noticed at said places,
at which hearings all the claimants to the right to the use of the water of said
system, except as aforesaid, were represented by counsel, three petitions were
filed by the said State Engineer, one relating to the right to the use of the
water of the said system in Summit County, one relating to the right to the
use of the water of said system in Morgan County, and one relating to the right
to the use of the water of said system, except as aforesaid, in Davis and Weber
Counties, wherein said State Engineer set forth: ’

“That, as a means of determining the various rights, as shown in said

Proposed Determination, more nearly to their actual limits. there have

been duly constituted representative committees of water users. one committee

for the upper portion of the Weber River and its tributaries lying above
the Echo Reservoir, a second for rights on the Weber River, and its tributaries
below Echo Reservoir and above Gateway, and a third covering the remaining
portion of the Weber River System, exclusive of rights on the Ogden River;
also a General Committee for the entire River (exclusive of the Ogden River).

“That in co-operation with the State Engincer, the Representative

Committee of the upper users has formulated a Schedule of Revisions of many

of the rights on the upper river, as hereinafter set out, said Schedule of

Revisions have been submitted to and have received the unanimous approval

of the General Committee.



“That in co-operation with the State Engineer, the Representative Com-
mittee of the users between Echo Reservoir and Gateway has formulated
a Schedule of Revisions of many of the rights on this portion of the river, as
hereinafter set out, said Schedule of Revisions have been submitted to and
having received the unanimous approval of the General Committee.

“That in cooperation with the State Engincer, the Representative
Committee of the users from the Weber River below Gateway has formulated
a Schedule of Revisions of many of the rights on said portion of the river,
as hereinafter set out, said Schedule of Revisions having been submitted
to and having received the unanimous approval of the General Committee.

“That the use of water called for under the Schedule of Revisions is
that use necessary for the lands irrigated under the several rights and the
use at all times heretofore made on said lands, due consideration being
given to the factor of return flow; a decree to the use of water in accordance
with said Schedule of Revision being sought in this action for a trial period
of two years, during which trial period and until a final decree is made
this court retaining jurisdiction in this action.

“That the information on which the Schedule of Revision of Rights is
based is not full and complete, but sufficient data are available so that
a tentative value for each right can be properly set at this time, and a
trial of distribution of waters of the Weber River under these revised values
be had during the next two seasons, which should procure the necessary
evidence required for making a final decree.

“That the Schedule of Revisions hereinafter set out may inadvertently
contain glaring mistakes as to quantity, or typographical errors, which in
actual practice will be so obvious that the State Engineer, acting through the
water commissioner, should be authorized to correct such mistakes, subject
to later approval by this Honorable Court.

“That the Proposed Determination of the State Engineer does not
properly define the relationship between high and low water rights under
varying priorities and in order to conform to best and most satisfactory
practice, water covered by rights subsequent to March, 1903, should be cut
off before the supply to rights with earlier priorities than 1903 is diminished;
flood water rights with earlier priorities than 1903 should be shut off in
order of priority until no flood water rights are being used before the high
water rights shall be cut; and in the same manner all high water rights
should be shut off in order of priority before there is any cut in the low
water rights, so that when water is available only for the low water rights
these should be shut off in accordance with their respective priorities; the
State Engineer being directed to make, in his discretion, the respective cuts
for the purpose of simplicity of operation in the various classes as sct out
in the preliminary recitals of the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination.”

That attached to said petitions were the Schedules of Revisions referred to
therein, to which reference is hereby made; that thereupon, and pursuant to the
stipulation made in open court by and between the respective counsel representing
all of the claimants to the right to the use of the water of said system, except
as aforesaid, on the 22nd day of June, 1931, the court made and entered its
order that said petitions be received and filed and the same were filed on the
20th day of May, 1931, and further
“That the Schedule of rights embraced in the three petitions are
recognized as and form amendments to the specific rights enumerated in
the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination of rights of the Weber River
System.
“That the State Engineer shall distribute the waters of the Weber
River System, (exclusive of the Ogden River) for a trial period of two

irrigation years in accordance with the revisions scheduled in the three
petitions, which are made a part hereof, until otherwise ordered by this
Court.

“That in order to conform to best and most satisfactory practice,
water covered by rights subsequent to March, 1903, shall be cut off before
the supply to rights with earlier priorities than 1903 is diminished; flood
water rights with earlier priorities than 1003 shall be shut off in order of
priority until no flood water rights are being used before the high water
rights shall be cut; and in the same manner all high water rights shall be
shut off in order of priority before there is any cut in the low water rights,
so that when water is available only for the low water rights these shall
be shut off in accordance with their respective priorities; the State Engineer
being ordered to make, in his discretion, the respective cuts for the purpose
of simplicity of operation in the various classes as set out in the preliminary
recitals of the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination.

“That the court retains full jurisdiction of this cause for the purpose
of making, on proper showing, any changes or modifications either in the
amended or unamended rights.

“That this order in no way makes final determination of any of the
rights involved, but is made for the instruction of the State Engineer as
to his duty to distribute the waters of the Weber River System, and, except
for the revisions hereinafter enumerated, the distribution of water by the
State Engineer shall be in conformity to the rights as set out in the
State Engineer’'s Proposed Determination until otherwise ordered by this
Court.”

which said order was filed on the 30th day of June, 1931, and thereafter all
the water of said system was distributed by said State Engineer in accordance
with said order during the said trial period as fixed by said order, and until
the making and entering of the order hereinafter set out; that thereafter,
to wit, on the 22nd day of May, 1933, said State Engineer presented to said
court a petition setting forth:

“That as a means of studying the rights on the Weber River System
(exclusive of Ogden River) set forth by said Proposed Determination, River
Committees chosen from representative water users have been set up; one
committee from the Upper River Division, one from the Central River
Division and one from the Lower River Division. A general committee
chosen from the River committees, with the Water Commissioner as secretary,
forms what is known as the Weber River Adjudication Committee, which
committee represents and acts for the entire Weber River System in all
matters pertaining to operation under said Proposed Determination.

“That the said Weber River Adjudication Committee from careful
study, investigation, and after due consideration hereby recommends further
modifications of the said Proposed Determination as amended and a further
trial period of two irrigation seasons beginning with April 1, 1935.

“That said Weber River Adjudication Committee, co-operating with the
State Engineer, had by unanimous approval proposed a revision of the said
Proposed Determination of August 1, 1924, and as amended June 22, 1931,
in a number of instances which are detailed and set out hereinafter as
Schedule of Revision.”

that attached to said petition were the Schedules of Revision referred to
therein and to which reference is hereby made; that thereupon, to wit, on
the 4th day of August, 1953, pursuant to the stipulation made in open court by
and between the vespective counsel representing all the claimants to the
right to the use of any of the water of said system, except as aforesaid, the
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court made and entered its order., wherein it ordered that said petition be filed
and further:

“That the Schedule of Revision of rights embraced in the said petition
of the State Engineer is recognized as and forms amendments to the
specific rights enumerated in the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination
of Rights of the Weher River System, as amended and modified by the
order of the court made and entered the 22nd day of June, 1931

“That the State Engineer shall distribute the waters of the Weber
River system (exclusive of Ogden River) for a trial period of two irrigation
years in accordance with the revisions scheduled in said petition of the
said State Engineer filed herein the said 22nd day of May. 1933, which said
petition is made a pari hereof, until otherwise ordered by this court.

“That in order to conform to best and most satisfactory practice,
water covered by rights subscquent to March, 1902, shall be cut off before
the supply to rizhts with earlier priorities than 19038 is diminished; flood
water rights with earlier priorities than 1903 shall be shut off in order
of priority until no flood water rights are being used before the high
water rights shall be cut; and in the same manner all high water rights
shall be shut off in order of priority before there is any cut in the low water
rights, so that when water is available only for the low water rights these
shall be shut off in accordance with their respective priorities; the State
Engineer being ordered to make, in his discretion, the respective cuts for
the purpose of simplicity of operation in the various classes as set out
in the preliminary recitals of the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination.

“That the order of this court in the above entitled cause made and
entered the 22nd day of June, 1931, shall remain in full force and effect
in all respects, except as the same shall be changed by the Schedule of
Revisions contained in the State Engineer’s petition filed herein on May
22, 1933, and which said petition is made a part hereof.

“That in the event the said State Engineer in carrying into effect
the said Proposed Determination of Water Rights, as amended and modified
by order of this court dated June 22, 1931, and as amended and modified
herein, should discover that the same contains mistakes as to duty and
areas, or other errors, which in the opinion of the State Engineer and the
Weber River Adjudication Committee, which said Committee represents
the water users of szid Weber River, as set forth in the said petition of the
State Engineer on file herein, should be corrected, then and in such event
said State Engineer is authorized, without notice, to apply to this court
to have such corrections made.

“That this court shall retain full jurisdiction of this cause for the purpose
of making, on proper showing, any changes or modifications either in the
amended or unamended rights.

“Phat this order in no way makes final determination of any of the
water rights involved, nor shall it in any way affect the rights of the
respective water users to have their rights judicially determined in accordance
with the laws of Utah; that this order is made for the instruction of the
State Engineer and the distribution of water by the State Engineer shall
be in conformity with the rights as set out in the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination until otherwise ordercd by this court.”

and thereafter the water of said system, except as aforesaid, was distributed
in accordance with said order during said trial period and until the filing of the
petition as hereinafter stated; that thereafter, to wit. on the 2ith day of June,
1035, the said State Engincer presented to the court his petition, wherein he
set forth:
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“That, as a means of studying the rights of the Weber River System
(exclusive of Ogden River) set forth by said Proposed Determination, the
water users have made three divisions of the River System—the Upper
Weber River, the Central Weber River and the Lower Weber River. A general
committee of five members, chosen by the three divisions, with the Water
Commissioner as seccretary, forms what is known as the Weber River
Adjudication Committee, which Committee represents and acts for the entire
Weber River System in all matters pertaining to operation of saidJ Proposed
Determination.

“That on March 11, 1935, the Central Division at Morgan; on March 12,
1035, the Upper Division at Oakley; and on April 10, 1935, the lower Division
at Ogden, Utah; the water users met in regular called meetings, at which
time the proposed changes and modifications of the State Engineer’s Pro-
posed Determination set out herein were discussed and unanimously approved.

“That the said State Engineer’s Proposed Determination of the Water
Richts of the Weber River System was modified and revised in many
instances and particulars by the orders of this court made in this matter
on June 22, 1931, and August 5, 1933; that further and additional modifications
and revisions of said Proposed Determination and of said orders are herein,
in this petition, contained; and in as much as all modifications and revisions
of said Proposed Determination heretofore made and now proposed are
embodied in this petition, it is, in the opinion of your petitioner, and the
fact is so alleged to be, to the best interests of all persons whose rights
are affected thereby to have the order made upon this petition expressly
supersede said orders of June 22, 1931, and August 5, 1933, and that such
an order containing all modifications and revisions will avoid confusion
and simplify and facilitate the distribution of the waters of the Weber
River during the succeeding trial period herein proposed.

“That the said Weber River Adjudication Commiitee from careful
study, investigation, and after due consideration hereby recommends further
modifications of the said Proposed Determination as amended and a further
trial period of three irrigation seasons beginning with April 1, 1935;
provided, however, that during the said trial period the State Engineer
may petition the court for termination thercof and petition the courxt
for final decree of the water rights of the Weber River System (exclusive
of the Ogden River). .

“That said Weber River Adjudication Committee, co-operating with
the State Engineer, has by unanimous approval proposcd a revision of the
said Proposed Determmination of August 1. 1924, and as amended June 22,
1931, and August 5, 1933, in a number of instances which are detailed and
set out hereinafter as Schedule of Revisions.

“That the use of water as provided for under said Scheduls of Revision,
and as herein set out, is necessary for the irrigation of lands referred to
therein from the best information at hand, and order from this court is
therefore asked for distribution in accordance with said Schedule of Revision.

“That in order to conform to the best and most satisfactory practice,
water covered by rights subsequent to March, 1903, shall be shut off before
the supply to rights with earlier priorities than 1903 is diminished; flood
water rights with earlier priorities than 1903 shall be shut off in order
of priority until no flood water rights are being used before the high water
rights shall be cut; and in the same manner all high water rights shall be
shut off in order of priority, except as modified in paragraphs “C” and “X”
of the Schedule of Revision hereinafter set out, hefore there is any cut in
the low water rights. so that when water is available only for the low
water rights these shall be shut off in accordance with their respective



priorities; the State Engineer being ordered to make, in his diserction, the
respective cuts for the purpose of simplicity of operation in the various
classes as set out in the preliminary recitals of the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination.

“That in all instances wherein the said Determination sets out the
periods of use of water for all water rights prior to March, 1903, by dates
for the beginning and end of the different periods, the said Proposed
Determination be amended to read ‘Irrigation Season,’ except where the
water is used for power, industrial, storage, municipzl, culinary or stock
watering purposes. The words ‘Irrigation Season’ to be interpreted to mean
that the time during which water is used and the amount of water used
by each Claimant of water shall be based upon beneficial use for the
growing of agricultural crops.

“That in consideration of the benefit of return flow to the Weber
River, a low duty of water and an extended period of use of high water
is allowed to water rights, as set out under Schedule of Revision, paragraphs
15-A, B.D,E, F,G HILKLMN,R,S U, and V, and that wherein an
extended period of use of high water is allowed to water rights, as set out
under Schedule of Revision, paragraphs 15-A, B, C and X, the owners of
said water rights thus given a low duty of water or an extended peried of
use of high water, shall not be allowed to sell, transfer or lease any of
their water rights, in full or in part, to be applied to lands other than the
lands of said water rights as set out in the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination, except that they shall first relinquish all right and claim
to all water accruing to said water rights by reason of said low duty of
water or said extended period of use of high water. In the sale, transfer
or lease of any of the said water rights, the amount of water sold, transferred
or leased, shall be determined as the amount of water which is set out to
said water rights in the said Proposed Determination; provided, however,
that in extreme years of drouth, the State Engineer may allow the temporary
transfer or lease of any of the said water rights to other lands within the
Weber River System.”

that attached to said petition was the Schedule of Revision veferred to therein,
and to which reference is hereby made; that thereupon, pursuant to the stipulation
made in open court by and between the respective counsel representing all the
claimants to the right to the use of any of the water of said system, except
as aforesaid, the court made and entered its order that said petition be received
and filed and the same was filed on said day and further:

“That the Schedule of Revision of rights embraced in said petition of
the State Engineer is recognized as, and forms modifications and amendments
to the specific rights enumerated in the State Engineer’s Proposed Deter-
mination of Rights of the Weber River System as heretofore amended and
modified by the order of this court.

“That the State Engineer shall distribute the waters of the Weber
River System (exclusive of the Ogden River System) for the trial period
of two irrigation years in accordance with the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination and the revisions scheduled in said petition of said State
Engineer filed herein on June 24, 1935, which said petition is made a part
hereof, until otherwise ordered by this court.

“That in order to conform to best and most satisfactory practice,
water covered by rights subsequent to March, 1903, shall be shut off before
the supply to rights with earlier priorities is diminished; flood water rights
with earlier priorities than 1903 shall be shut off in order of priority until
no flood water rights are being used before the high water rights shall be
cut; and in the sameé manner all high water rights shall be shut off in order

of priority before there is any cut in the low water rights, so that when
water is available only for the low water rights these shall be shut off in
accordance with their respective priorities; the State Engineer being ordered
to make, in his discretion, the respective cuts for the purpose of simplicity
of operation in his various classes as set out in the preliminary recitals
of the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination.

“That inasmuch as all modifications and revisions of the said State
Engineer’s Proposed Determination heretofore made and now proposed
are embodied in said petition filed herein on June 24, 1935, this order shall
and does by the entry thereof expressly supersede said orders of this court
made on June 22, 1931, and August 5, 1933.

“That in the event the said State Engineer in carrying into effect the
said Proposed Determination of Water Rights, as amended and modified
by order of this court dated June 22, 1931, and as amended and modified
herein, should discover that the same contains mistakes as to duty and
areas, or other errors, which in the opinion of the State Engineer and
the Weber River Adjudication Committee, which said Committee represents
the water users of said Weber River, as set forth in the said petition of
the State Engineer on file herein, should be corrected, then and in such
event said State Engineer is authorized, without notice, to apply to this
court to have such corrections made.

“That this court shall retain full jurisdiction of this cause for the
purpose of making, on proper showing, any changes or modifications either
in the amended or unamended rights.

“That this order in no way makes final determination of any of the
water rights involved, nor shall it in any way affect the rights of the
respective water users to have their rights judicially determined in accordance
with the laws of Utah; that this order is made for the instruction of the
State Engineer and the distribution of water by the State Engineer shall
be in conformity with the rights as set out in the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination until otherwise ordered by this court.”

which said order was filed with the clerk of this court on the 27th day of
June, 1935; that since said time the said State Engineer has distributed the
waters of said system, except as aforesaid, in accordance with said order; that
on the 27th day of January, 1936, the court made and entered its order herein,
that hearing upon the final judgment and decree herein was set for March 17,
1936, and that notice of said hearing be given to all the claimants to the right
to use any of the water of said system, except as aforesaid, by depositing said
notice more than fifteen days prior to the date of said hearing in the
United States mails at Ogden, Utah, enclosed in a sealed envelope, with postage
prepaid thereon, legibly addressed to each of said claimants at his or its address,
as shown by the Proposed Dctermination herein and by publishing notice of said
hearing at least fifteen days prior to the date of said hearing in the following
newspapers: Ogden Standard-Examiner, published at Ogden, Weber County,
Utah; Morgan County News, published at Morgan City, Morgan County, Utah;
The Weekly Reflex, published at Kaysville, Davis County, Utah; Summit County
Bee, published at Coalville, Summit County, Utah; and the Park Record, published
at Park City, Summit County, Utah; in a regular issue of each of said newspapers,
at least once not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the date of said hearing,
said newspapers being hereby designated as most likely to give notice to said
claimants; that notice of said hearing by mailing and publishing was given by
said clerk, as required by said order; that said matter came on regularly for
hearing on said 17th day of March, 1936, and on said day was duly and regularly
continued by the court until the 21st day of March, 1936, and on said last
mentioned day duly and regularly continued until the 4th day of April, 1936;
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that on said last mentioned day A. P. Bigelow, D. D. Harris, Levi Pearson.
A. V. Johanson and Lewis Spaulding. a general committee representing ail the
water users of the Weber River System, other than the users upon the Ogden
River above its junction and also other than thosc users who have rights on
the tributaries and streams which flow into the Weber River from the mnorth
side below said junction, and also during the trial periods heretofore fixed by
the court, and known as the Weber River Adjudication Committee, praying that
the final judgment and decree be entered herein, as set out in said petition, and
thereupon in open court counsel representing all the respective clainfants
stipulated that the final judgment and decree be entered in accordance with
said petition, whereupon on said petition and stipulation the court further finds:

2. That the parties hereto and as set out in the Tabulation of Water Rights
of Weber River and Tributaries, hereinafter made herein, and hereby referred
to and by this reference made a part hereof, are all those entitled to the right
to the use for any purpose of water {rom the Weber River System, other than
the users upon the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber River and
also other than those who have rights upon tributaries or streams which flow
into the Weber River System from the north side below said junction, and
wherever herein the term “Weber River System” is used, it shall be construed to
mean and does mean said system as above limited.

3. That as a means of studying the rights of the users of the water of the
Weber River System, and as set forth in said Proposed Determination, the
water users have made three divisions of the River System—the Upper Weber
River, the Central Weber River and the Lower Weber River; that a general
committee of five members, chosen by the three divisions. with the Water Com-
missioner as secretary, has formed and does now form what is known as the
Weber River Adjudication Committee, which committee represents, has acted
for and now acts for the entire Weber River System, in all matters pertaining
to the operation of said Proposed Determination.

4. That on March 11, 1935, the Central Division at Morgan. on March
12, 1935, the Upper Division at Oakley, and on April 10, 1935, the Lower Division
at Ogden, the water users met in regularly called meetings, at which times
proposed changes in 2and modifications of the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination as heretofore set out herein were discussed and unanimously
aprroved,.

6. That the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination of the water rights
of the Weber River System was modified and revised in many instances and
particulars by the orders of this court made in this matter on June 30, 1931, August
4, 1933, and June 27, 1935.

6. That sufficient trial periods have now been had to enable the court,
except as hereinafter specifically stated, to make and cnter a final decree
adjudicating all the rights to the use of the waters of the said System and in
accordance with said Proposed Determination, as modified and revised in accord-
ance with the modifications and revisions thereof, which have heretofore been
made in accordance with the orders of the court above set out and have since
been made as set out in said petition and as hereinafter specifically set out,
and that it is to the best interests of all the water users of said system that
the court make and enter its final decree herein, in accordance with said
Proposed Determination, as modified and revised, as hercinafter specifically
set out, and in accordance with the decrees as to particular rights made and
entered in this cause since its commencement, and in accordance with the
decree made and entered by the District Court of the United States for the
District of Utah, Northern Division, in the cause entitled Ogden City, a municipal
corporation vs. Union Pacific Railroad Company, in Equity No. 278, as hereinafter
set out.
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7. That in the Tabulation of Water Rights of Weber River and Tributaries
hereinafter made herein, which said tabulation is hereby referred to and by this
reference made a part hereof, is set out the number of each right to the use
of the water of said system, as herein adjudicated, in the case of rights initiated
since 1903 the number on which the application is based. in the case of rights
which have been perfected since 1903 the number of the certificate which has
been issued evidencing such right, the date of priority. the name of the owner
of the right, and the name of the ditch through which the water represented
by the right is diverted, the point of diversion, by section. township and range.
(for a more particular description of the point of diversion reference is hereby
made to the statements of the respective claimants on file herein)
the period of use, the purpose of the use of the right, in the case of water used
for the purpose of irrigation, the section of the land irrigated, and the number
of acres irrigated, the water allotment of the right in second feet in “Flood.”
“High,” and “Low” water, with such reference and remarks as will clarify the
nature and extent of the right and its relation to other rights on the said system.

Note: The letters and figures preceding the number and other symbols in the
column “Right No.” are for reference only and are not to be construed to be any
part of the number of the right.

That as used in said Tabulation wherein the “Water Allotments in Second
TFeet” are divided into three columns, designated “Flood,” “High,” and “Low,”
said terms shall be construed to and do refer to flood water rights, high water
rights and low water rights and said terms are defined to have and shall be
construed to have and do have the following meanings:

(a) Whenever during any period of time in any irrigation season there
is only sufficient water or less, other than storage water, available in the
said System to supply the “Low” water rights, the quantities of which are
set out in the column designated “Low,” such periods of time are hereby
designated as and are low water periods, and said System during said periods
is considered to be and is at low water stage. During such periods of low
water, the maximum quantity of water, other than storage water, which any
owner having a low water right, as set out in said Tabulation, has the right to
use, is the quantity, other than storage water, stated in the column designated
“Low,” and the owners of said low water rights are entitied to use and have dis-
tributed to them such quantities of water available for use in such periods of low
water as set out in subparagraph 8-A hereof, except as to certain rights, which are
modified by paragraphs 11, 12, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof, and except as to any
other rights to the use of water, the water to fulfill which is from springs or tribu-
taries, which if shut off from supplying them, would not reach, and could not be
bencficially used by any other owner of the right to use water, whose right is
prior in point of time.

(b} Whenever during any period of time in any irrigation season there
is sufficient water, other than storage water, available in said system to
make up the difference, or any part thereof. between the quantity designated
as “Low” in the columns opposite the names of the users as set out in said
Tabulation, and the quantities of water set out in the columns designated as
“High,” such periods are hereby designated as and are high water periods,
and the said System during said periods is considered to be and is at high
water stage. The maximum quantity of water which any user having a high
water right, designated in said Tabulation as “High.” may use, if any, during
a high water period of said System, is the quantity of water set opposite his
name in the column of said Tabulation designated as “High.” Hcewever, the
owners of rights to “High” water. available for use and distribution, as above
defined, are entitled to and shall have distributed to them such water, other
than storage water. only in the order of their respective priorities, as set out in
subparagraph S-A hereof, except as to those owners of the right to use said



“High” water, whose rights are modified by paragraphs 9, 10, 13a, 13b, 13d and
13e hereof, and except as to any other owners of the right to use said “High”
water, the water to fulfill which is from springs or tributaries which, if shut
off from supplying them, would not reach and could not be beneficially used by
any other owners of the right to use said water, whose rights are prior in point
of time.

(¢) Whenever during any part of the irrigation season there is sufficient
water, other than storage water, available in said System to make up the differ-
ence, or any part thereof, between the quantity of water designated as “High”
in the column set opposite the names of the users in said Tabulation and the
quantities of water designated as “Flood,” such periods of time are hereby
designated as flood water periods, and the said System during said periods
is considered to be and is at flood water stage. The quantity of water, other
than storage water, which any owner of the right to use flood water designated
as “Flood” in said Tabulation, may use, if any, during a flood water period of
said System, is the quantity of water set opposite his name in the column of
said Tabulation designated as “Flood.” However, the owners of the right to
use flood water, available for use and distribution, other than storage water,
are entitled to use and shall have distributed to them such water only in the
order of their respective priorities, as set out in subparagraph 8-A hereof, except
as to certain owners of such rights, whose rights are modified by paragraphs
13a and 13b hereof, and except as to those owners of the right to use such
flood water, the water to fulfill which is from springs or tributaries which, if
cut off from supplying them, would not reach and could not be beneficially
used by other owners of the right to use said water, whose rights are prior in
point of time.

(d) Whenever in said Tabulation the term “supplemental” is used, it shall
be construed to mean and does mean that the owner of such right has an
additional source of supply to fulfill his right, as therein set out, but in no case
shall the water which is available for such right from its original source of
supply and its additional source of supply (or either thereof) be more than the
total amount which is set out in the “Flood,” “High and “Low” columns opposite
his name in the respective periods of such water, as herein defined, except as to
storage water, and except where the term is used in connection with rights
Numbered 41 and 42, in which cases the term is to be construed to have and
does have the meaning given it in the references in the columms so designated
opposite said rights.

(e) The abbreviations of words and terms used in said Tabulation are
to be construed to stand for and be in lieu of complete words or terms, as
follows: Dom. for Domestic, Stk. for Stock, Irr. for Irrigation, Apprx. for
Approximately, Sec. or Secs. for Section or Sections, T. for Township, R for
Range, N. for North, S. for South, E. for East, W. for West, Ac. F't. for Acre
Feet, Sec. Ft. for Second Feet, No. or Nos., # or #s for Number or Numbers.

8-A. That in order to conform to the best and most satisfactory practice,
water to supply rights subsequent to March, 1903, shall be shut off before the
supply to rights with earlier priorities than 1903 is diminished; flood water rights
with earlier priorities than 1903 shall be shut off in order of priority until no
floed water is being used before the high water rights shall be cut; and in the
same manner all high water rights shall be shut off in order of priority,
except as modified in paragraphs 9, 10, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof, before
there is any diminution in the low water rights, and that when water is available
only for the low water rights. it shall be shut off in accordance with the respec-
tive priorities of low water rights, except as modified in paragraphs 11, 12, 13a,
13b, 13d and 13e hereof..

In order to simplify the distribution of water, the State Engineer or other
officer in charge of distribution of said System shall make, in his discretion,
the respective reductions, as far as practicable, in accordance with four general
classes, which are set out as follows:

Class I, all rights wth priorities up to and including the year 1875.

Class II, all rights with priorities from 1876 to 1890 inclusive.

Class III, all rights with priorities from 1801 to March 11, 1903, inclusive.

Class IV, all rights which were initiated by application to the State Engineer’s
office and whose priorities are subsequent to March 11, 1903.

B. That in as much as the amount of water available from the system
varies from year to year as the precipitation varies, and therefore the period
of beneficial use begins and ends at different times in each year, in all instances
herein where the term “Irrigation Season” is used, it is hereby interpreted
to mean that period each year between March 1st and November 1st during
which water can be beneficially applied in the growing of agricultural ecrops
on the particular land to which it is allocated, in accordance with duty and
priority, as specified herein and in said Tabulation.

C. ' That wherever in said Tabulation water rights are shown as having a
lower duty of water during flood or high water periods, as herein defined,
than they have in the low period, as herein defined, and those rights which
are set out in paragraphs 9 and 10 hereof as having an extended period of use of

high water, such rights are given a lower duty of water, or an extended use
of high water, or both, as the case may be, in consideration of the benefit of
the return flow therefrom to the river system from the lands irrigated by
water covered by such rights, and in the event that the owners of such water
rights shall sell, transfer or lease the same, either in whole or in part, for
the purpese of being applied to lands which are included herein and are allotted
a different duty of water, in accordance herewith, or to be applied to lands not
included herein, which if included would have had, because of their character
or location, a different duty of water, then and in that event such water rights
so sold, transferred or leased shall continue to have the priority allotted thereto
in this decree, but the duty of water applied to the lands to which said water
rights have been so sold, transferred or leased shall be the duty of water applicable
to such lands, if said lands are included herein, and if not then said lands shall
have the duty of water as determined by the State Engineer, or other officer
in charge of the distribution of the waters of said river system, and the use
thereof shall be limited to the same number of acres to which said water was
allotted, as set out in said Tabulation, provided, however, that in years of
extreme drouth the State Engineer or other officer in charge of the distribution
of said system may allow the temporary transfer or lease of said waters
to other lands within said system without this limitation being applicable to
said transfer or lease.

D. That except as set out in said Tabulation, all claims to the right to
the use of water of said System are forever barred, except as to such applications
as have been, or may hereafter be filed in the office of the State Engineer
which have not prior to January &, 1937, been finally determined to be perfected
rights, which when and as they are finally determined to be perfected rights
shall be added by supplemental decree to the rights herein adjudicated.

E. That the lands set out in said Tabulation are arid in character and
without the application thereto of water for irrigation will not produce valuable
crops, but with irrigation will produce valuable crops, and the use of water for
the irrigation of said lands is necessary for such irrigation and the use of water
for other purposes, as set out in said Tabulation, is necessary for such purposes,
and that neither the State of Utah, nor any other person, firm, corporation,
or association at the time of the entry hereof has any right to the use of the
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water of said System except as herein and as in said Tabulation set out, except such
as may be finally adjudicated to be rights upon application to the State Engineer,
and upon applications now pending in his office, but which have not yet been
determined to be perfected rights, provided that if such applications should finally
result in perfected rights, then they shall be added by supplemental decree to the
rights herein adjudicated and set out in said Tabulation.

F. That whenever in said tabulation users have the right to use water
for irrigation purposes such users shall also have the right to use domestic
or stock water, or both, from the same sources of supply and with the same
means of conveyance therefrom; the amount of domestic or stock water or both
which they are entitled to use at all times when it is practicable to deliver the
same is five per cent of their low water irrigation right, with the same priority
as set out in said Tabulation, plus whatever seepage or other losses the State
Engineer or other officer in charge of the distribution of said System may
determine is necessary to deliver such domestic or stock water or both to the
place of use through the now existing canals. ditches, pipe lines, etc., as the case
may be, provided, however, that no domestic or stock water shall be allowed in
any canal or ditch during the period of time when there is irrigation water
in the canal or ditch belonging to the parties who are entitled to the above
mentioned domestic or stock water, or both.

G. That the particular persons, firms, associations and corporations set
out in said Tabulation shall be construed to include and do include their heirs,
executors, administrators, successors and assigns.

0. That the water available for the rights set out in said Tabulation and
numbered 689, 690, 601, 692, 693, 694, 68S, 637, 683, 684, 713, 712, 716, 682, 711, 618,
679, 701, 704, 714, 677, 705, 702, 632, 681, 641, 629, 643, (63, 676, G653, 698, 697, 613,
615, 614, 563, 642, 709, 561, 625, 626, 699, 670, 708, 672, 680, G695, 628, and 667 is to be
distributed as follows:

Tlood water is to be diminished according to priorities, as set out in paragraph
8-A herein. The period of use of high water is to be 25 days from the time the
flow of said System is such that diminishing according to priorities of high
water rights becomes necessary, as set out in paragraph 8-A herein, and during
the above mentioned 25 days period all other rights on the river are to be
diminished. if necessary, to low water, in order to maintain the high water of
the rights set forth herein, and also during the said 25 days period of high
water and after all other rights on the said System not mentioned herein are
diminished to low water, the flow of the river should be such that it would become
necessary to diminish the low water of any right or rights with priorities earlier
than 1903, then in that event the high water of the rights herein shall be
diminished proportionately, so that no right with a priority earlier than 1903
can be diminished below its low water right during the said 25 days period of
high water. Provided, however. that the owners of the rights set forth herein
fill and keep filled their ditches to the amount allowed them in their flood
water rights, as early in the spring as in the judgment of the Water Commissioner
the application of water to their lands will not injure their crops to any great ex-
tent; provided, further, that should any one of the owners of the rights set forth
herein fail to carry out the above requirements, it shall be the duty of the Water
Commissioner not to allow said owner or owners to have the use of the above
mentioned 25 days extension of time to his or its high water right.

The low water of the rights set forth herein are to be diminished according
to priorities as set out in paragraph 8-A herein.

10. (a) Water, other than storage water, which is available for use of
rights numbered 44, 48, 68, 36, 28, 29, 33, 41, 42 and 43 shall be distributed to them
as follows:

Flood water is to be distributed in order of priority, as set out in paragraph
& A herein. High water is to be distributed in order of priority, as set out in
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paragraph S-A herein, except that whenever during the high water period,
the flow of the river decreases until it would be necessary to start diminishing
the high water of any of the rights hereinafter set forth under (b) hereof, then
at that time the above enumerated rights shall be diminished from their high
water to their low water, while the rights hereinafter enumerated under (b)
remain on their high water.

That the water made available by the above referred to diminution in amount
of water and the time of diminishing from high to low water shall be used to
maintain in part or in full the high water of said hereinafter enumerated rights
set forth under (b) hereof for a period depending upon the time the water
is available, not to exceed ten consecutive days from the date the above
enumerated rights are diminished in whole or in part from their high water
rights.

That during the period of ten consecutive days above referred to, that
high water over and above the low water which is available for the above
enumerated rights shall be distributed pro rata to them. according to acreage,
regardless of priorities, as follows:

That the water thus made available for the rights set forth under (b)
by the diminishing from high to low water of the rights set forth under (a),
shall be distributed to the rights set forth under (b) according to their acreage,
regardless of priority.

That when the water available for rights set out under (a) and (b) is only
sufficient to supply their low water, said low water shall be distributed according
to priorities, as set out in paragraph 8-A hereof.

11. After the flow of water available for rights numbered 244. 351, 361, 353,
343, 350, 341, 347 and 346 from East Canyon Creek and tributaries thereof
diminishes to an amount which is only sufficient to supply their low water, it is
to be divided between said rights in the proportion that the acreage of each,
as hereinafter set out, bears to the total acreage and not according to priorities.

12. That during the low water season, the 0.12 second feet of water which
is set out opposite each of the rights numbered 121, 423 and 424, and 0.12 second
feet of the 0.71 second feet of water which is set out opposite right numbered
422, in the column designated as “Low.” is to be one month prior in time to
the balance of 0.59 second feet of water belonging to right numbered 422.

13. That certain rights, as set out in said Tabulation, have been decreed
by this court in decrees entered by this court, and the District Court of the
United States for the District of Utah, Northern Division, which said decrees
are hereby referred to and by this reference made a part hereof, including
that certain decree made and entered in this Court and cause upon the trial
of the protest by Ethan J. Jeremy against the proposed determination of the
State Engineer in favor of Jens P. K. Rasmussen and Christine Rasmussen,
and James R. Rasmussen as administrator of the estates of said deceased persons
on to wit April 10, 1934, in Judgment Book 37, page 28, thereafter affirmed
upon appeal by the Supreme Court of Utah, together with the findings of fact
which were incorporated in and made a part of said final decree, and said
rights in accordance with said decrees are as set out in said Tabulation and herein,
and as to them the following shall be applicable:

(a) That Adolph B. Anderson, right No. 102; Burch Creek Canyon Water
Company, right No. 100; Colonial Building & Loan Association, right No. 100;
Leonard Garner, right No. 100, and Rose Jenkins, right No. 101, jointly are
the owners of the right to divert from Burch Creek and use therefrom all the
waters thereof up to the amount of 6% second feet, at all times during the
year, each year, prior to all other parties having or claiming rights thereto
or therein, and as between themselves the said Adolph B. Anderson is entitled
to the use of one-half of such water every ninth day during the irrigation
season of each year up to and including June 20th of each year and no later,
and to such extent only as the use of so much water may be required for the
irrigation of his 15 acres of meadow land located in the East Half of Section
15, Township 5 North, Range 1 West, Salt Lake Meridian, and the said Burch
Creek Canyon Water Company, Colonial Building & Loan Association, Leonard
Garner and Rose Jenkins jointly are entitled to the use of the balance of such
water upon their respective lands. That as between themselves, two-thirds of
said balance belongs to said Burch Creek Canyon Water Company and Rose
Jenkins, in such proportions as they have heretofore divided the same, and
one-third thereof belongs to Colonial Building & Loan Association and Leonard
Garner, in such proportions/ as they have heretofore divided the same. -

(b-1) That Stoven Land & Livestock Company (rights numbered 425 and
426) is the owner and entitled to the use of ome-half of all of the irrigation
water flowing in that certain irrigation diteh which arises in springs in a
southerly direction from Section 19, Township 1 South. Range 4 East, and which
flows across the lands of C. E. Pace (rights numbered 413 and 455) in a northerly
direction, which said lands are located in the West Half of Section 19, and
then on to the Stoven Land & Livestock Company’s land. That the Stoven
Land & Livestock Company is hereby decreed the use of the whole of said
stream during the irrigation season of each year for successive periods of
three days each, alternating with a like use of said water by C. E. Pace for
successive three day periods.

(b-2) That Stoven Land & Livestock Company (rights numbered 425 and
426) is the owner and entitled to the use of one-half of all of the waters flowing
in that certain ditch or canal arising in a spring in a southerly dircction from
Sections 19 and 20, Township 1 South, Range 4 East, and which flows across
the lands of C. E. Pace (rights numbered 413 and 455) in the West Half of
Section 20, Township and Range aforesaid. hence it passes to the Stoven Land
& Livestock Company’s land located in Section 18, Township and Range aforesaid;

that the Stoven Land & Livestock Company is hereby decreed the right to use
the whole of said stream during the irrigation season of each year for successive
periods of three days each, alternating with & like use of said water by C. E. Pace.

(b-3) That the waters which are decreed in paragraphs b-1 and b-2 above
to the Stoven Land & Livestock Company and to C. E. Pace are only decreed
to them as between themselves and do not in any way affect the rights of
other water users who may have rights to the use thereof.

(¢) That Union Pacific Railroad Company (right numbered 111) is hereby
declared and adjudged to be the true and lawful owner and entitled to the
continuous, uninterrupted, and exclusive use of all of the water arising upon

-and flowing out of and over the North Hali of Section 35 and Section 36,

Township ¢ North, Range 1 West, together with a perpetual right of way for
the maintenance and operation of a pipe line for conducting the waters of
Taylor’s Canyon, and of said North Half of said Section 35 and Section 36,
aforesaid Township and Range, over, across and from said Sections down
the channel of the North and South Forks of said Taylor's Canyon on said
Sections 35 and 36, in a westerly direction; said perpetual right of way is more
particularly described in that certain decree, dated December 10, 1915, and
recorded in Book B-81 of Deeds, Page 9, in the office of the County Recorder of
Weber County, State of Utah.

(d) During the flood water season on Lost Creek, the water, other than
storage water, which is available for all the rights thereof, shall be distributed
to them according to their respective priorities, as set out in paragraph 8-A
herein. During the high water season, Lost Creck rights numbered 282 and 283
may divert 1.8 second feet each. Rights numbered 280 and 281 may divert a
total of 3.6 second feet; rights numbered 278, 284 and 285 may divert a total of
3.6 second feet; rights numbered 276 and 277 may divert a total of 3.6 second
feet; rights numbered 275 and 341 may divert a total of 3.6 second feet; right
numbered 279 may divert a total of 3.6 second feet; right number 273 may divert
a total of 17.0 second fect. As the flow of Lost Creek diminishes, all these
rights shall be diminished pro rata until the amount supplied to right numbered
273 shall reach 7.1 second feet, measured at the head of the Croyden Irrigation
Company’s Upper Ditch. Thereafter, except Croyden Irrigation Company’s
right, other rights shall continue to be diminished pro rata until their total
supply drops to 3.5 second feet; thence the waters of the creek and tributaries
shall be diverted on the basis of 35 per cent to go to all of the rights above
enumerated, except right numbered 273, which shall receive the remaining 65
per cent of the flow, less 2 per cent deduction for transmission loss.

When there is water available in Pine Creek, a tributary of Lost Creek, for
rights numbered 285 and 287, said water shall be divided equally.

(e) The water of Cottonwood Creek, to the use of which the rights numbered
140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 221, 232, 238, 241, 246 and 247 are entitled, is to be
distributed as follows:

During the flood water season, the water of Cottonwood Creek is to be
distributed to the rights above enumerated, according to their respective priorities,
as set out in paragraph §-A herein. As the flow of Cottonwood Creek diminishes,
rights numbered 140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 232, 221, 238 and 241 are to be maintained
at a total of 16 second feet, measured at the Buckmiller Dam, until there is
no water available for rights numbered 246 and 247. During the period of time
when there are only 16 second feet of water available, as specified above, for
rights numbered 140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 221, 232, 238 and 241, it is to be divided
8 second feet to go to rights numbered 140, 167, 209, 219 and 238. During the
time when there are 8 second feet or less available for rights numbered 191,
221, 232 and 241, it is to be divided five-sixths to Nos. 221 and 241 and one-sixth
to Nos. 101 and 232. As the flow of the Creek diminishes below 18 second feet,
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rights numbered 191, 232, 221 and 241 are to be maintained at a total of S second
feet until the flow of the creek reaches 12 second feet, after which time, as
the flow of the Creek diminishes; two-thirds of the flow is to go to rights
numbered 191, 232, 221 and 241, and the remaining one-third of the flow to rights
numbered 140, 167, 209, 219 and 238,

(f) That Union Pacific Railroad Company, No. 211. Morgan City Corporation
No. 256, and the Utah Packing Corporation No. 257 may. at times when the
direct flow of the Robinson Springs is not being used by the owners thereof,
store the excess water of the Robinson Springs in a reservoir which is already
constructed and now owned by them, for the purpose of permitting the owners
of these rights a draft therefrom in excess of the continuous flow hereinafter
set out to them in the Tabulation of water rights.

(g) Nothing herein contained shall prejudice the rights of George J. Stahle
in the contest now pending herein between the said Stahle and A. L. Hurley
and Rhea Hurley, his wife, their final rights to be determined by a final
decree in said pending protest proceedings, provided, however, said decree shall
in no wise affect any other rights or priorities than those of the said Stahle
and the said Hurleys.

14. That the expenses incurred in the preparation of the findings of fact,
conclusions of law and judgment and decree herein and the printing of the
same as determined by the committee, petitioners herein, and approved by the
court, shall be assessed against the persons, firms, associations or corporations
entitled to the use of the water of said system, as set out in the findings of fact
and the judgment and decree herein, in proportion to their rights as therein
set out, upon the same basis as the expenses of the distribution of the water
of said system are assessed by the State Engincer. and such expenses shall be
and constitute a first lien upon said water rights until paid. and if the same
are not paid within three months after the entry of the judgment and decree
herein and the tabulation thereof, with the approval of the court, and the mailing
of notices of such assessment, the same shall be sold by the Sheriff of Weber
County as upon execution, except that there shall be no right of redemption,
and the balance, if any, of the proceeds of sale. after paying such expenses,
shall be delivered by the Sheriff to the owners of said rights.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

As conclusions of law from the foregoing facts and the stipulation of all
the claimants to the right to the use of water of said Weber River System,
other than the users upon the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber
River and also other than those users who have rights upon the tributaries
and streams which flow into the Weber River from the north side below said
junction, and wherever herein the term Weber River System is used it shall
be construed to mean and does mean said system as above limited, the court
makes and files the following conclusions of law:

1. That all of said claimants are entitled to the judgment and decree of
this court, that each of them is entitled to use the water as set out in the
tabulation of water rights of Weber River and tributaries, as hereinafter set
out, subject to the limitations set out in paragraphs numbered 7, 8, 9, 10 11, 12
and 13 and all of the subdivisions of any of said paragraphs, of the findings of
fact herein.

2. That each of the users entitled to use the water of said Weber River
System, as set out in said Tabulation hereinafter made, and all persons, firms,
associations, and corporations claiming by, under or through them and their
agents, servants and employees, and all other persons, firms, associations and
corporations be perpetually enjoined and restrained from using any of the waters

of said system. as herein adjudicated, except as therein set out, and as limited
by said findings of fact numbered 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13, and all of the
subdivisions of any of said paragraphs of the findings of fact herein, and from
interfering with the use of any of the water of said Weber River System, as
hereinbefore set out, which any other user is entitled to use, as set out in said
Tabulation and as limited by said findings of fact numbered 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12
and 13 and all of the subdivisions of any of said paragraphs of the findings
of fact herein.

3. That the expenses incurred in the preparation of the findings of fact,
conclusions of law and judgment and decree herein and the printing of the
same as determined by the committee, petitioners herein, and approved by the
court, shall be assessed against the persons, firms, associations or corporations
entitled to the use of the water of said system, as set out in the findings of
fact and the judgment and decree herein, in proportion to their rights as
therein set out, upon the same basis as the expenses of the distribution of the
water of said system are assessed by the State Engineer, and such expenses
shall be and constitute a first lien upon said water rights, until paid, and if
the same are not paid within three months after the entry of the judgment and
decree herein and the tabulation thereof, with the approval of the court, and
the mailing of notices of such assessment, the same shall be sold by the Sheriff
of Weber County as upon execution, except that there shall be no right of
redemption, and the balance. if any, of the proceeds of sale, after paying such
expenses, shall be delivered by the Sheriff to the owners of said rights.

JUDGMENT AND DECREE

And the court having made and filed its decision in writing, wherein the
findings of fact and conclusions of law are separately stated, upon said findings
of fact and conclusions of law and the stipulation of all the claimants to the
right to the use of water of said Weber River System other than the users upon
the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber River and also other than
those users who have rights upon the tributaries and streams which flow inte
the Weber River from the north side below said junction, and wherever herein
the term Weber River System is used it shall be construed to mean and does
mean said system as above limited:

IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED:

1. That in accordance with Chapter 67, Laws of Utah, 1919, as amended,
all the proceedings have been had in this action and all the steps have been
taken to enable the court to finally adjudicate all the rights to the use of water
of said system.

2. That the parties hereto and as set out in the Tabulation of Water Rights
of Weber River and Tributaries, hereinafter made herein, and hereby referred
to and by this reference made a part hereof, are all those entitled to the right to
the use for any purpose of water from the Weber River System, other than the
users upon the Ogden River above its junction with the Weber River and also
other than those who have rights upon tributaries or streams which flow into the
Weber River System from the north side below said junction, and wherever herein
the term “Weber River System” is used, it shall be construed to mean and does
mean said system as above limited.

3. That as a means of studying the rights of the users of the water of the
Weber River System, and as set forth in said Proposed Determination, the water



users have made three divisions of the River System,—the Upper Weber River,
the Central Weber River and the lower Weber River; that a general committee
of five members, chosen by the three divisions, with the Water Commissioner as
secretary, has formed and does now form what is known as the Weber River
Adjudication Committee, which committee represents, has acted for and now
acts for the entire Weber River System, in all matters pertaining to the operation
of said Proposed Determination.

4. That on March 11, 1935, the Central Division at Morgan, on March 12,
1935, the Upper Division at Oakley, and on April 10, 1935, the Lower Division
at Ogden, the water users met in regularly called meetings, at which times
proposed changes in and modifications of the State Engineer’s Proposed
Determination as heretofore set out herein were discussed and unanimously
approved.

5. That the State Engineer’s Proposed Determination of the water rights of
the Weber River System was modified and revised in many instances and
particulars by the orders of this court made in this matter on June 30, 1931,
August 4, 1933, and June 27, 1935,

6. That sufficient trial periods have now been had to enable the court,
except as hereinafter specifically stated, to make and enter a final decree
adjudicating all the rights to the use of the waters of the said System and in
accordance with said Proposed Determination, as modified and revised in
accordance with the medifications and revisions thereof, which have heretofore
been made in accordance with the orders of the court above set out and have
since been made as set out in said petition and as hereinafter specifically set
out, and that it is to the best interests of all the water users of said system that
the court make and enter its final decrce herein, in accordance with said
Proposed Determination, as modified and revised, as hereinafter specifically
set out, and in accordance with the decrees as to particular rights made and
entered in this cause since its commencement, and in accordance with the decree
made and entered by the District Court of the United States for the District
of Utah, Northern Division, in the cause entitled Ogden City, a municipal
corporation, vs. Union Pacific Railroad Company, in Equity No. 278, as hereinafter
set out.

7. That in the Tabulation of Water Rights of Weber River and Tributaries
hereinafter made herein, which said tabulation is hereby referred to and by
this reference made a part hereof, is set out the number of each right to the use
of the water of said system, as herein adjudicated, in the case of rights initiated
since 1903 the number on which the application is based, in the case of rights
which have been perfected since 1903 the number of the certificate which has
been issued evidencing such right, the date of priority, the name of the owner of
the right, and the name of the ditch through which the water represented by
the right is diverted, the point of diversion, by section, township and range (for
& more particular description of the point of diversion reference is hereby
made to the statements of the respective claimants on file herein), the
period of use, the purpose of the use of the right, in the case of water used
for the purpose of irrigation, the section of the land irrigated, and the number
of acres irrigated, the water allotment of the right in second feet in “Flood,”
“High,” and “Low” water, with such reference and remarks as will clarify
the nature and extent of the right and its relation to other rights on the said
system.

Note: The letters and figures preceding the number and other symbols in
the column “Right No.” are for reference only and are not to be construed to be
any part of the number of the right,

That as used in said Tabulation wherein the “Water Allotments in Second
Feet” are divided into three columns, designated “Flood,” “High,” and “Low,”
said terms shall be construed to and do refer to flood water rights, high water

rights and low water rights and said terms are defined to have and shall be
construed to have and do have the following meanings:

(2) Whenever during any period of time in any irrigation season there is
only sufficient water or less, other than storage water, available in the said
System to supply the “Low” water rights, the quantities of which are set out
in the column designated “Low,” such periods of time are hereby designated
as and are low water periods, and said System during said periods is considered
to be and is at low water stage. During such periods of low water, the maximum
quantity of water, other than storage water, which any owner having a low
water right, as set out in said Tabulation, has the right to use, is the quantity,
other than storage water, stated in the column designated “Low,” and the owners
of said low water rights are entitled to use and have distributed to them such
quantities of water available for use in such periods of low water as set out in
subparagraph 8-A hereof, except as to certain rights, which are modified by
paragraphs 11, 12, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof, and except as to any other
rights to the use of water, the water to fulfill which is from springs or tributaries
which, if shut off from supplying them, would not reach, and could not be
beneficially used by any other owner of the right to use water, whose right is
prior in point of time.

(b) Whenever during any period of time in any irrigation season there is
sufficient water, other than storage water, available in said system to make
up the difference, or any part thereof, between the quantity designated as “Low”
in the columns opposite the names of the users as set out in said Tabulation,
and the quantities of water set out in the columns designated as “High,” such
periods are hereby designated as and are high water periods, and the said
System during said periods is considered to be and is at high water stage. The
maximum quantity of water which any user having a high water right, designated
in said Tabulation as “High,” may use, if any, during a high water period of
said System, is the quantity of water set opposite his name in the column of
said Tabulation designated as “High.” However, the owners of rights to “High”
water, available for use and distribution, as above defined, are entitled to
and shall have distributed to them such water, other than storage water, only
in the order of their respective priorities, as set out in subparagraph 8-A
hereof, except as to those owners of the right to use said “High” water,
whose rights are modified by paragraphs 9, 10, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof,
and except as to any other owners of the right to use said “High” water, the
water to fulfill which is from springs or tributaries which, if shut off from
supplying them, would not reach and could not be beneficially used by any
other owners of the right to use said water, whose rights are prior in point of
time.

(¢) Whenever during any part of the irrigation season there is sufficient
water, other than storage water, available in said System to make up the
difference, or any part thereof, between the quantity of water designated as
“High” in the column set opposite the names of the users in said Tabulation
and the quantities of water designated as “Flood,” such periods of time are
hereby designated as flood water periods, and the said System during said periods
is considered to be and is at flood water stage. The quantity of water, other
than storage water, which any owner of the right to use flood water designated
as “Flood” in said Tabulation, may use, if any, during a flood water period
of said system, is the quantity of water set opposite his name in the column of
said Tabulation designated as “Flood.”

However, the owners of the right to use flood water, available for use
and distribution, other than storage water, are entitled to use and shall have
distributed to them such water only in the order of their respective priorities,
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as set out in subparagraph 8-A hereof. except as to certain owmners of such
rights. whose rights are modified by paragraphs 13a and 13b hereof, and except
as to those owners of the right to use such flood water, the water to fulfill which
is from springs or tributaries which, if cut off from supplying them, would
not reach and could not be beneficially used by other owners of the right to use
said water. whose rights are prior in point of time.

(d) Whenever in said Tabulation the term “supplemental” is used, it
shall be construed to mean and does mean that the owner of such right has an
additional source of supply to fulfill his right, as therein set out, but in no
case shall the water which is available for such right from its original source
of supply and its additional source of supply (or either thereof) be more
than the total amount which is set out in the “Flood,” “High” and “Low”
columns opposite his name in the respective periods of such water, as herein
defined. except as o storage water, and except where the term is used in
connection with rights Numbered 41 and 42, in which cases the term is to be
construed to have and does have the meaning given it in the references in the
columns so designated opposite said rights.

(¢) The abbreviations of words and terms used in said Tabulation are
to be construed to stand for and be in lieu of complete words or terms, as
follows: Dom. for Domestic, Stk. for Stock, Inr. for Irrigation, Apprx. for
Approximately, Sec. or Secs. for Section or Sections, T for Township, R for
Range. N. for North, S. for South, E. for East, W. for West. Ac. Ft. for Acre
Fect, Scc. Ft. for Second Feet, No. or Nos., # or #s for Number or Numbers.

S-A. That in order to conform to the best and most satisfactory practice,
water to supply rights subsequent to March, 1903, shall be shut off before
the supply to rights with earlier priorities than 1903 is diminished; flood
water rights with earlier priorities than 1903 shall be shut off in order of priority
until no flood water is being used before the high water rights shall be cut;
and in the same manner all high waler rights shall be shut off in order of
priority. except as modified in paragraphs 9, 10, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof,
before there is any diminution in the low water rights, and that when water is
available only for the low water rights, it shall be shut off in accordance with
the respective priorities of low water rights, except as modified in paragraphs
11, 12, 13a, 13b, 13d and 13e hereof.

In order to simplify the distribution of water. the State Engineer or
other officer in charge of distribution of said System shall make, in his discretion,
the respective reductions as far as practicable, in accordance with four general
classes, which are set out as follows:

Class I. all rights with priorities up to and including the year 1875.

Class 11 all rights with priorities from 1876 to 1890 inclusive.

Class Il all rights with priorities from 1891 to March 11, 1903, inclusive.

Class 1V, all rights which were initiated by application to the State
Engineer’s of{icc and whose priorities are subsequent to March 11, 1903.

B. That in as much as the amount of water available from the system
varies from vear to year as the precipitation varies, and therefore the period
of beneficial use begins and ends at different times in each year, in all
instances herein where the term “Irrigation Season” is used, it is hereby
interpreted to mean that period each year between March 1st and November 1st
during which water can be beneficially applied in the growing of agricultural
crops on the particular land to which it is allocated, in accordance with duty
and priority, as specified herein and in said Tabulation. ’

C. 'That wherever in said Tabulation water rights are shown as having
a lower duty of water during flood or high water periods, as herein defined,
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than they have in the low period as herein defined, and those
rights which are set out in paragraphs 9 and 10 hereof as having
an extended period of use of high water, such rights are given a lower duty
of water, or an extended use of high water. or both, as the case may be, in
consideration of the benefit of the return flow therefrom to the river system
from the lands irrigated by water covered by such rights, and in the event
that the ownmers of such water rights shall sell, transfer or lease the same,
either in whole or in part, for the purpose of being applied to lands which
are included herein and are allotted 2 different duty of water, in accordance
herewith, or to be applied to lands not included herein, which if included would
have had, because of their character or location. a different duty of water,
then and in that event such water rights so sold, transferred or leased shall
continue to have the priority allotted thereto in this decree. but the duty of
water applied to the lands to which said water rights have been so sold,
transferred or leascd shall be the duty of water applicable to such lands, if said
lands are included herein. and if not then gaid lands shall have the duty of water
as determined by the State Engineer, or other officer in charge of the distribution
of the waters of said river system. and the use thercof shall be limited to the
same number of acres to which said water was allotted, as set out in said
Tabulation, provided, however, that in years of extreme drouth the State
Engineer or other officer in charge of the distribution of said system may allow
the temporary transfer or lease of said waters to other lands within said system,
without this limitation being applicable to said transfer or lease.

D. That except as set out in said Tabulation, all claims to the right to
the use of water of said System are forever barred, except as to such applications
as have been or may hereafter be filed in the office of the State Engineer
which have not, prior to January 8, 1937, been finally determined to be perfected
rights, which,- when and as they are finally determined to be perfected rights
shall be added by supplemental decree to the rights herein adjudicated.

E. That the lands set out in said Tabulation are arid in character and
without the application thereto of water for irrigation will not produce valuable
crops, but with irrigation will produce valuable crops, and the use of water
for the irrigation of said lands is necessary for such irrigzation and the use of
water for other purposes, as set out in said Tabulation, is necessary for such
purposes, and that neither the State of Utah, nor any other person, firm,
corporation. or association at the time of the cntry hereof has any right to
the use of the water of said System except as herein and as in said Tabulation
set out, except such as may be finally adjudicated to be rights upon application
to the State Engineer, and upon applications now pending in his office, but
which have not yet been determined to be perfected rights, provided that if
such applications should finally result in perfected rights, then they shall be
added by supplemental decree to the rights herein adjudicated and set out in said
Tabulation.

. That whenever in said Tabulation users have the right to use water
for irrigation purposes, such users shall also have the right to use domestic
or stock water, or both, from the same sources of supply and with the same
means of conveyance therefrom; the amount of domestic or stock water or
both which they are entitled to use at all times when it is practicable to deliver
the same i3 five per cent of their low water irrigation right, with the same
priority as set out in said Tabulation, plus whatever seepage or other losses
the State Engineer or other officer in charge of the distribution of said System
may determine is necessary to deliver such domestic or stock water or both
to the place of use through the now existing canals, ditches, pipe lines, etc.,
as the case may be, provided, however, that no domestic or stock water shall
be allowed in any canal or ditch during the period of time when there is



irrigation water in the canal or ditch belonging to the parties who are entitled
to the above mentioned domestic or stock water, or both.

G. That the particular persons, firms, associations and corporations set
out in said Tabulation shall be construed to include and do include their
heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assigns.

9. That the water available for the rights set out in said Tabulation
and numbered 689, 690, 691, 692, 693, 694, 688, 687, (83, 684, 713, 712, 716, 682,
711, 678, 679, 701, 704, 714, 677, T05, 702, 632, 681, 641, 629, 643, 663, 676, 653, 698,
697, 613, 614, 615, 563, 642, 709, 561, 625, 626, 699, G70, 708, 672, S0, 695, 628 and 66T
is to be distributed as follows:

Flood water is to be diminished according to priorities, as set out in paragraph
8-A herein. The period of use of high water is to be 25 days from the time the
flow of said System is such that diminishing according to priorities of high water
rights becomes necessary, as set out in paragraph 8-A herein, and during the
above mentioned 25 days’ period all other rights on the river are to be diminished,

_ if necessary, to low water, in order to maintain the high water of the rights set
forth herein, and also during the said 25 days’ period of high water and after
all other rights on the said System not mentioned herein are diminished to low
water, the flow of the river should be such that it would become necessary to
diminish the low water of any right or rights with priorities earlier than 1903,
then in that event the high water of the rights herein shall be diminished
proportionately, so that no right with a priority earlier than 1903 can be
diminished below its low water right during the said 25 days’ period of high
water. Provided, however, that the owners of the rights set forth herein fill
and keep filled their ditches to the amount allowed them in their flood water
rights, as early in the spring as in the judgment of the Water Commissioner
the application of water to their lands will not injure their crops to any great
extent; provided, further, that should any one of the owners of the rights set
forth herein fail to carry out the above requirements, it shall be the duty of the
Water Commissioner not to allow said owner or owners to have the use of the
above mentioned 25 days’ extension of time to his or its high water right.

The low water of the rights set forth herein are to be diminished according
to priorities as set out in paragraph 8-A herein.

10. (a) Water, other than storage water, which is available for use of
rights numbered 44, 48, 58, 36, 28, 29, 83, 41, 42 and 43 shall be distributed to them
as follows:

Flood water is to be distributed in order of priority, as set out in paragraph
8-A herein. High water is to be distributed in order of priority, as set out in
paragraph 8-A herein, except that whenever during the high water period, the flow
of the river decreases until it would be necessary to start diminishing the high
water of any of the rights hereinafter set forth under (b) hereof, then at
that time the above enumerated rights shall be diminished from their high
water to their low water, while the rights hereinafter enumerated under (b)
remain on their high water.

That the water made available by the above veferred to diminution in
amount of water and the time of diminishing from high to low water shall be
used to maintain in part or in full the high water of said hereinafter enumerated
rights set forth under (b) hereof for a period depending upon the time the
water is available, not to excecd ten consecutive days from the date the above
enumerated rights are diminished in whole or in part from their high water
rights.

That during the period of ten consecutive days above referred to, that high
water over and above the low water which is available for the above enumerated
rights shall be distributed pro rata to them, according to acrcage, regardless of
priorities, as follows: '

That the water thus made available for the rights set forth under (b) by
the diminishing from high to low water of the rights set forth under (a), shall
be distributed to the rights set forth under (b) according to their acreage,
regardless of priority.

That when the water available for rights set out under (a) and (b) is
only sufficient to supply their low water, said low water shall be distributed
according to priorities, as set out in paragraph 8-A hereof.

11. After the flow of water available for rights numbered 344, 331, 361,
353, 843, 350, 341, 347 and 346 from East Canyon Creek and tributaries thereof
diminishes to an amount which is only sufficient to supply their low water,
it is to be divided between said rights in the proportion that the acreage of
each, as hereinafter set out, bears to the total acreage and not according to
priorities.

12. That during the low water season, the 0.12 second feet of water, which
is set out opposite each of the rights numbered 421, 423 and 424, and 0.12 second
feet of the 0.71 second feet of water which is set out opposite right numbered
422, in the column designated as “Low,” is one month prior in time to the
balance of 0.59 sccond feet of water belonging to right numbered 422

13. That certain rights, as set out in said Tabulation, have been decreed
by this court in decrees entered by this court, and the District Court of the
United States for the District of Utah, Northern Division, which said decrees are
hereby referred to and by this reference made a part hereof, including that
certain decree made and entered in this Court and cause upon the trial of
the protest by Ethan J. Jeremy against the proposed determination of the
State Engineer in favor of Jens P. K. Rasmussen and Christine Rasmussen,
and James R. Rasmussen as administrator of the estates of said deceased persons
on to wit April 10, 1934, in Judgment Book 87, page 28, thereafter affirmed
upon appeal by the Supreme Court of Utah, together with the findings of
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fact which were incorporated in and made a part of said final decree, and said
rights in accordance with said decrees are as sel out in said Tabulation and
herein, and as to them the following shall be applicable:

(a) That Adolph B. Anderson. right No. 102; Burch Creek Canyon Water
Company. right No. 100; Colonial Building & Loan Assn, right No. 100;
Leonard Garmer, right No. 100, and Rose Jenkins. right No. 101. jointly are
the owners of the right to divert from Burch Creek and use therefrom all the
waters thereof up to the amount of 6% second feet. at all times during the
year, each year, prior to all other parties having or claiming rights thereto or
therein. and as between themselves the said Adolph B. Anderson is entitled
to the use of one-half of such water every ninth day during the irrigation
season of each year up to and including June 20th of each year and no later,
and to such extent only as the use of so much water may be required for the
irrigation of his 15 acres of meadow land located in the East Half of Section
15, Township 6 North. Range 1 West, Salt Lake Meridian, and the said Burch
Creek Canyon Water Company, Colonial Building & Loan Association, Leonard
Garner and Rose Jenkins jointly are entitled to the use of the balance of such
water upon their respective lands. That as between themselves, two-thirds
of said balance belongs to said Burch Creek Canyon Water Company and Rose
Jenkins, in such proportions as they have heretofore divided the same, and
one-third thereof belongs to Colonial Building & Loan Association and Leonard
Garner. in such proportions as they have heretofore divided the same.

(b-1) That Stoven Land & Livestock Company (rights numbered 425 and
426) is the owner and entitled to the use of one-half of all of the irrigation
water flowing in that certain irrigation ditch which arises in springs in a
southerly direction from Section 19, Township 1 South, Range 4 East, and which
flows across the lands of C. E. Pace (rights numbered 413 and 455) in a
northerly direction, which said lands are located in the West Half of Section 19,
and then on to the Stoven Land & Livestock Company’s land. That the
Stoven Land & Livestock Company is hereby decrecd the use of the whole of
said stream during the irrigation season of each year for successive periods
of three days each, alternating with a like use of said water by C. E. Pace
for successive three-day periods.

(b-2) That Stoven Land & Livestock Company (rights numbered 425 and
426) is the owner and entitled to the use of one-half of all of the waters flowing
in that certain ditch or canal arising in a spring in a southerly direction from
Sections 19 and 20, Township 1 South, Range 4 East, and which flows across
the lands of C. E. Pace (rights numbered 413 and 155) in the West Half of
Section 20, Township and Range aforesaid, hence it passes to the Stoven Land
& Livestock Company’s land located in Section 18, Township and Range aforesaid;
that the Stoven Land & Livestock Company is hereby decreed the right to use
the whole of said stream during the irrigation season of each year for successive
periods of three days each, alternating with a like use of said water by
C. E. Pace.

(b-3) That the waters which are decreed in paragraphs b-1 and b-2 above
to the Stoven Land & Livestock Company and to C. E. Pace are only decreed
to them as between themselves and do not in any way affect the rights of other
water users who may have rights to the use thereof.

(¢) That Union Pacific Railroad Company (right numbered 111) is hereby
declared and adjudged to be the true and lawful owner and entitled to the
continuous, uninterrupted, and exclusive use of all of the water arising upon
and flowing out of and over the North Half of Section 35 and Section 36,
Township 6 North, Range 1 West, together with a perpetual right of way for
the maintenance and operation of a pipe line for conducting the waters of
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Taylor’s Canyon, and of said North Half of said Scction 35 and Section 36.
aforesaid Township and Range, over, across and from said Sections down
the channel of the North and South Forks of said Taylor’s Canyon on said
Sections 35 and 36, in a westerly direction; said perpetual right of way is more
particularly described in that certain decree, dated December 10, 1915, and
recorded in Book B-81 of Deeds, Page 9, in the office of the County Recorder
of Weber County, State of Utah.

(d) During the flood water season on Lost Creek, the water, other than
storage water, which is available for all the rights thereof, shall be distributed
to them according to their respective priorities, as set out in paragraph 8-A
herein. During the high water season, Lost Creek rights numbered 282 and
283 may divert 1.8 second feet each. Rights numbered 280 and 281 may divert
a total of 2.6 second feet; rights numbered 278, 284. and 285 may divert a total
of 3.6 second feet; rights numbered 276 and 277 may divert a total of 36
second feet; rights numbered 275 and 841 may divert a total of 3.6 second
feet; right numbered 279 may divert a total of 3.6 second feet; right numbered
273 may divert a total of 17.0 second feet. As the flow of Lost Creek diminishes,
all these rights shall be diminished pro rata until the amount supplied to
right numbered 275 shall reach 7.1 second feet, measured at the head of the
Croyden Irrigation Company’s Upper Ditch. Thereafter. except Croyden
Irrigation Company’s right, other rights shall continue to be diminished pro
rata until their total supply drops to 3.5 second feet; thence the waters of the
creek and tributaries shall be diverted on the basis of 33 per cent to go to
all of the rights above enumerated, except right numbered 273, which shall
receive the remaining Gi per cent of the flow, less 2 per cent deduction for
transmission loss.

When there is water available in Pine Creek. a tributary of Lost Creek,
for rights numbered 285 and 287, said water shall be divided cqually.

(e) The water of Cottonwood Creek, to the use of which the rights numbered
140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 221, 232, 238, 241, 246 and 247 are entitled, is to be distributed
as follows:

During the flood water season, the water of Cottonwood Creek is to be
distributed to the rights above enumerated, according to their respective priorities,
as set out in paragraph S8-A herein. As the flow of Cottonwooed Creek diminishes,
rights numbered 140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 221, 232, 238 and 241 are to be maintained
at a total of 16 second feet, measured at the Buckmiller Dam, until there is
no water available for rights numbered 246 and 247. During the period of time
when there are only 16 second feet of water available. as specified above, for
rights numbered 140, 167, 191, 209, 219, 221, 232, 238 and 241, it is to be divided
8 second feet to go to rights 191, 221, 232 and 241, with the remaining 8 second
feet to go to rights numbered 140, 167, 209, 219 and 238. During the time when
there are 8 second feet or less available for rights numbered 191, 221, 232 and
241, it is to be divided five-sixths to Nos. 221 and 241 and one-sixth to Nos. 191
and 232. As the flow of the creek diminishes below 16 second feet, rights
numbered 191, 232, 221 and 241 are to be maintained at a total of 8 second feet
until the flow of the Creek reaches 12 second feet, after which time, as the flow
of the creek diminishes, two-thirds of the flow is to go to rights numbered
191, 232, 221 and 241, and the remaining one-third of the flow to rights numbered
140, 167, 209, 219 and 235.

(f) That Union Pacific Railroad Company, No. 211, Morgan City Corporation
No. 256, and Utah Packing Corporation No. 257 may, at times when the direct
flow of the Robinson Springs is not being used by the owners thereof, store
the excess water of the Robinson Springs in a reservoir which is already
constructed and now owned by them, for the purpose of permitting the owners
