1In
this distance the river passes through a suceession of valley sep-
arated from each other by narrow canyons. These valleys oontaip
large tracts of cultivated leand. The soil is fertile, consisting
principally of silt deposited by the river.

The river has its source in a number of small lakes, among
which the more important are Weshington ILake, Trial Lake, and Wall
Lake., The yiver is augmented along ite course by numerous trib-
utaries, springe end seepage waters from the irrigated lands. From
its source the »iver flows through narrow canyons in a southwester-
ly direotion for twenty miles, then enters the Kames Valley. In
this distance there are ranches along at points where the canyon
widens out. Through the Kamas Valley the river flows in a north-
westerly direetion for six miles end again enters a narrow canyon
twolve miles long, from which it enters the northern extremity of
the Provo Valley, through this valley the stream takes a south-
westerly oourge through the center of the valley for twelve miles
whore 4t entexrs the Provo Canyon, which it follows for twelve
miles emerging into the Utah Valley.

The foregoing is denominated as the seventeenth c¢lass.

15, For the purpose of designation the following districts
are numbered ; '

From and including the Stewart Ranch down to the Hailstone

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16. When the amount hereinbefore denominated as the seventeentn
class is insufficient to supply the tTwo districts above named, the
full-amount of said seventeenth class, and prior to June 25 of any
year, the first district shall have the right to its full amount of
seid class against the sacond distrist.

18. Thet whenever a party to this stipulation in Wasatch or
summit County, by mishap or scceident to g¢anal or ditech, or by con-

The quantity of loss or inflow provided for in this para-
graph shall be determined by thoe water commissioner with the system
in good working order and repair and in such condition as will
reduce the losses to the lowest guantity practicable. Only the
quantity of inflow that is available to the lands in the canal
system ag determined by the water commissioner shall be counted as
a part of the quantity of inflow as herein specified. The allowable
losses shall include only the actual, reasonable, unavoidable trans-
mission loss, eand no mechanical logs such as leaky gates, and shall
extend only over a section of the canal that carrics more than one
irrigating strecam continuously.

20. That the plaintiff and any of the defendants to the above
entitled cause having the right to stoxe in their own several resor-
voirg the waters of Provo River shall have tho right to release the
water so stored by them and comingle the same with the waters of
Provo River and recapture the seme at their several points orf diver-
sion, any loss in ‘trensmission to be determined by the decree to bo
entered herein.
