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IUATER SUPPLY

Compared to 1963r the lrrigation aoason for 1964 u,ae mueh bettEr ae far as
uater eupply is concerned. For the tuelve month period of October 1953, through
September L964' Aahley Creek meaeured by the U.S.G.S. at the Slgn of thE flalne
gaglng station ran 79r590 acra feet as compared uith 48r060 acre feet durlng
thE eame period during 1962 and 1963.

The eupply during the early part of the iuigation season, April and the
flrst fifteen days of frlay uas belou, normal and aueraged only 19.2 cfs per day
for the fourty five day period. Due to lors flou and canal repair urork belng
done most of this uater ulae dlverted into Stelnaker Reeervoir on a tempoDary
storage agreement uhere by it ruould accrua credit for the various canal com-
paniee and then be released ln larger, mors benificial, amounts up to fllay 15,
L964.

0n lllay 16' L964, the creek shou,ed the first signs of the approaching sprlng
run off period by increasing to 132.0.,cfs. By trlay 2I, L964, the Ashley Creek
peaked at l5tl0 ''cf,s. and then started tapering off to a lour of 479,0 cfs on
flfay 3I. 0n June 7, L964, the creek came back to a high of 854,0 cfs and then
gradually continued dropping until it reached a lou of 40.0 cfs by Saptember
30, L964.

0utside of having an extremely dry spring and the hlgh uater sone uhat
later coming than normal wa experiencad a fairly good urater supply.

In addition to having excellent urater supply after lllay 15, for farm use
the SteinakEr Reservoir stored from 11,875 acre feet, the level on January I,
L964, to 29,041 acre faet by June 30, 1964, in addition to delivering into
the Sarvice Canal 31040 acre feet during the same period for use in priming
the canal and for deliveriee of temporary storage and holdover "S" stock,
Durlng the lrrigation eeaoon after June 30, the Steinaker Resarvoir delivered
into the Service Canal for usa as'5'stock or exchange for primary uater or
Ashley Valley Res. stock a totla of 12 r29L,9 acre feet of uater uhich ulas
supplemental to direct flou for use above the Service Canal as direct flou,
primary rights or Exchango I'Srr stock. As of Dec" l, L964, the various
companlas had still remaining a total of 21526.8 acre feet of [S'r stock
credit that can be drauln prior to lllay 15, 1965, as holdover storage.

AII of the Ashley Valley Reservoir Company reservoirs filled and overfloued,
This enabled the Directors of the Company to permit the use of one cfs for
2 houre and 45 minutes per share of stock ouned. This uas the most timE ever
alloued for Ashley Valley Resarvoir etock per share" The first calls for
Ashley Valley Raservoir uater uere made on JuIy 13, L964, for delivsry on
JuIy 14, L964, in the amount of tulenty five cfs. From this point on thE
reeervoir company released contlnuallly for a total of lr3I4 acre feet in
July, 1500 acre feet in August, 1684 acre feet in September and 1218 acre
feet in October for a total delivery of 5,716 acre faet for the seaEon. ThiE
urater uas uEed either as direct delivery Ashley VaIIey Reservoir stock above
the Service Canal or aa exchange "5" stock above the ServicE Canal

The foregolng information points out the fact that ue have generally
good supply of ulater after the middle of fllay and up to the end of July" AIso
that belorr the Steinaker Service Canal UEers are gonerally able to call for
and receive what ulater they are sntitled to ulhen they need it. Our main
problem is securing ulater supply early in the apring and late fall as urell
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as needing moDs uater to serve lands above tha neul Steinaker SErvlce Canal
Tha only other important aource of urater available to take care of theee needs
is the uater that sinks in the Dry Fork arEa. lUe should continue every effort
to investigate and develop this proposed project in order that Ashlay Ualley
may have the uater urhich iE deficient in certain atsas (t)* of the valley as uall
as during certain periods (Z)* of the year,

*1. Areas above the Steinaker Servlce CanaI.
*2. April l, to fllay 15, and after August 15"

I RRIGATI I]N SEASON

As pointed out in tha lllater Supply section Ashlay Creek uater uas diverted
lnto the Stainaker Reeervoir during April due to the }our flou and canal repairs.
A small amount, L"7 % of the creek, uas turned into the Rock Point Canal as
the Joe Dodds' Sterling Cook right and used primarily for stock u,ater, 0n ft'lay
5, L964, 16.0 cfs sas turned lnto tha Upper Canal and offlcially openad the
1964 irrigatlon seaaon, The seaaon continued on to 0ctober 31, L964, uhich ls
tha end of the s€aaon ag far as the irrigation filing is concerned" Due to the
extreme dry conditions on soms farms abova the Service CanaI, the Euraau of
Reclamation agreed to allou the Highline canal and the Upper canal t,o use this
uater after November I' L964, as xS" stock instead of storlng it"416"0 acre feet
uere delivered up to November 14, at this tlme heavy snou made irrigation
lmpractical and all the uater except the Joe Dodds L.7fi of Ashley Creek ulas
diverted into the Stainaker Reservolr for etorage"

DEPUTY COMMISSIONER

0n the reccomendation of the Ashlay Creek Users, and supported by the
Court, Dave Rasnuseen, u,as appointed lUater Commiesioner of Ashley Creek j.n
place of the State Engineer aa had been the case in past years. Rasmussen
had served ae Deputy Commiesioner under the State Engineer for the previous
tulo yeare and accapted thE position on fuII time basis" ( See the 0RDER

APPOINTING COffiilISSItltlER that ia included in thia report for a complete
record of the dutleg and atipulationa of this appointnrent, ) No Deputy
Commiesioner u,ae hirEd during the 1964 ssason, houever, after one yatrs effe..t-
to take care of the uork ullthout help, it is reccomended that a part time
Deputy be appointEd to fill in on emetgencies such as illnass or unavoidable
absencas, since the job requiras a man to be avallable 24 hours a day for the
full irrigation aaaaon.
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MEASURIttIG DEVICES

Even uith consldarable Eork and lnprovements belng completed on tha
overall system in regards to measurlng devices and headgate structures, there
ramalns much to be done to bring the system up to a more efficient, up to
date set up. Conelderable u,ater ls lost each year through the use of inadequate
headgate structurea and measuring devices. Autonatic recordecg nour in useo
provide invaluable lnformatlon and controll and nany more need to be installed
in various canale and ditches"

The largeat slngle lmprovement ln the line of headgates and neasurlng
devlces uag the completion of the neu headgate structure and measuring
devicee at the head of the Central, Rock Point, Ialand and Dodds canals"
This structure uas completEd ln time to be used during the primary portions
of the 1954 irrigation season and proved to be ona of the best projects
completed for quite aome time. It uas engineared and inspected by the Soil
Concervation Service and cost shared by the U"S. Government A.5"C. program,
Supervision of congtruction and obtaining the requirad signitures of participat-
ua€ra uas handled by Arthur Soderqul.et, stock holder in the Ashley Central
and Rock Point canals, A comendable Job uras done by lllr. SodErquist and much
credit for thE completlon of thle project must be given to him"

lUe anticlpate the complation of a neu, concrete parshall flune to be
conEtructed at the head of tha HighLine Canal early thia corring sprlng, This

.-. project is part of the recent contract let by the BurEau 0f Reclamatio to
line the Service Canal and finish up other construction relative t.o the Steioaker
project. At this time an additlonal easement for construction ia being aquired

' and the contrect betu,een the Bureau of Raelamation and the High Line Canal Co.
hae bean signed. This ulll be a big improvement over the past si.nce ue have
attempted to measura ulatar ulith a cement control lip that ulas rated some time
past, It has been questionab"i.: in the past as to houl accurate this structure
meaeured the u,ater at lom amount and vary high amounts"

Dr. Anderson, of Utah State University Extension Service, has spent
coneiderabla time in our system during the past ssason and has coma up uith
soma specific recomnendations aE to uhat might be used in places uhsre the
convantional parshall flume rsill not ulork" Plans are nou, to follou fllr,
Adersona' rEcommendations and as faet as practlcally possible put into effect
sone of the neu ldeas on m€asurlng uatar.

in the separate sactions recommendations of thia report.

And it further appearing that this Court has jurisdiction of the digtribution
of the tuaters of Aehley Creek and its tributariee by reason of the Decree entered
herein on NovembEr 17, 1897, aB amended on May 15, L962, to dlrect the admlnistra-
tLon and distribution of the uaters of said Ashley Creek.

And it further appearing that in order to properly protect the rights of
- all parties hereto to admlnigter and distributs,{he uaters of Ashley CrEek and

its trlbutaries in a proper manner, it is necessary that a lUater Commissioner
of Ashley CrEek be appolnted as provided in the said Decree.



And it further appearing that the said users of the uaters of Aehley
Creek, the partlee in thle actlon, have by agreement amoung themselves made
by their duly appointed representatives agreed and etlpulated that David
Rasmues€n is a pereon qualified to act as said Commlssioner and has agreed
to so act.

NOII', THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED

aa follous:

l. That Davld Rasnuasen be, and he is hereby, appol.nted Conrmissloner
of the uatere of Ashley Creek and ite tributariEs ulhlch saLd Creek is a tribut-
ary of Green River in Uintah County, StatE of Utah, for a period of one (I)
year beginnlng Aprll 7' L964, and ending Aprll 6, 1965, or until further order
of this Court; and he is hereby directed to administer and distribute the
uraters of Ashley Creek and its tributaries by himself or duly appointed
deputies in accordance uith the Laurs of the State of Utah and the Dacress
of this Court uhich by reference are made a part hereof, to the parties harEto
ln accordance uith thEir respective rights.

2. That the eaid Commissl.oner shall confer and corjnsel u,ith the Chairnan
of a committee representlng the urater users of Ashlay Rreek and its tributarias,
provided sald Chairman shall aet in an adviaory capacity only and that the
Commissioner shall be responsible only to thls Court.

3. That the said CommissionEr shall name and appoint such deputy or
deputies as he may need in the distribution of the uaters of sald Aehley
Creek and he ie hereby authorized to pay a reaeonabla salary or u,ages and auto-
mobile mileage to hlmself and such persons as he may employ in carnying out
the provisione of this Order, That the said Commiseloner shall obtai.n the
approval of the Chalrman of the above mentionEd uater us6rs committee ln
uriting of the salary to be paid himsalf, his deputiee and mileage allouances,

4" That the said Commissionar shall immedlately submit for the approval
of this Court an estimate of the axpenses lnvolved in carrying out tha pro-
visions of this 0rder and notify the respective ulater useas of their proportion-
ate sh-ai'e of this axpense and the parties herato are heraby directed to pay to
the Clerk of this Court on oD before July l, L964, their pro-rated share of
said expenses. This money, urhen collected by the Clark, shall be forurarded
by him to tha Commissioner to be held by him in a trust fund account and .,

disburaed under the direction of tha Commissioner fro paying tha €xpenses
involved in carrying out the provisione of this 0rdar,

later than June 30, in a reservoir havinq a capacity of up to one thouEand
(f'000) acre feat to be congtructed across the natural channel of Dry Fork
Creek at Blanchett Park, and to release and use the uraters sn stored during
the period from fflay I ts 0ctober 3I, inc]usiva.

sYsTEM FOR IRRIGATION SEASON OF }964

Dletrlbutlon and record keeping on Aahley Creek Dlstrlbution Syatem
offtclally began on April I, L964. At this tina, hourevErr the creek uas
flouing only 18,0 cfs, and it urae decided by the naJor canal companiee that
diviviEion of this small flou uould only reEult in uaste slnce each conpany
uould receive auch a small amount no beneflcial use could be obtalned. tUith
the exceptlon of the Dodda and Stelnaker ditches (3 S of the creEk floru),
all tha other primary Usere (9? % of the creek flou) agreed to contlnue dlvert-
lng their share lnto the Steinaker Reservolr under a temporary storage agr€e-
ment uith the Bureau of Reclanation. Under this agreement each conpany
uould acrue credit in tha ReEervoir for thelr decreed ehare and be peenitted
to drau a Etor€ Eubstantial stream for a shorter period of time and thus increee
the potential for a more beneficlal use. Users beloul the Service Canal
uould drau all their credlt out of storage and Ueere above ths SErviee
Canal uould use all of the Aehlay Creek stream flour to obtaln their credlt.

The most serioue problem during Aprll uas seelng that the Dodds Ditch
obtained their falr Ehare. Tha old structure at the hEad of the DoddE
Ditch uas ln such poor ehape that it uaE alnoet impoasible to divert the DoddE
share uithout getting into the IEland or Central Canale. Construction and
completion of the neu headEorke etructure haa eliminated this problem and
uill no longer take any large amount of tlme or effort,

Distributlon continued on through the balance of April ag outlined'
uith the majority of the uater being stored in Steinaker Reaervoir, The
uater being used by Vernal City in the pipeline uas oontroled by takeing
a daily reading on their totaliqing meter located on the pipefine at
lllerkleys. Park" Any uater used over and above their share as represented
by stock in the companies ulas charged against *5rr stock ouned by Vernal City'

0n lllay Sth, Ashley Uppsr Canal diverted 15"0 cfs and the first uater
uas actually diverted from Ashley Creek for irrigation purposea. 0n this
same dater ordets ursre taken for deliverles out of the Steinakar Sarvice
Canal and the irrigation season
cater had started coning and by
Distribution during this period

in full suing. By flay 15th, the hlgh

accomplished by filling aIl the canals

including the Neu Steinaker Feeder CanaI and uatching uhat couldnit be
used run on doun Ashley Creek to Green River.

Our biggest problem during high rlatel,6s alurays' u,as keeping tha
trash out of the headgates. Extra help uas enployeed to halp during the
nights urhan the trash ulas urorst. At timEe the canals uould plug off until
less than half of their capacity uras flouing, The best solution to the
trash problem sssrna to lie in having men available as the trash comes and
ramovinq it fr*nn the headgates as it comas rather bhan allowinq an

accunulation to plle up and then trying to puII it apart.

It is the Commissionersr opinion that the irrigation canals should
be set at a fairly constant flou durlng hi"gh uater and that the Stainaker
Faeder Canal take the ups and dourns as nearly as possible" The old idea
of loading the irrigation canala up to near and over capacity during the
night results in very tittle beneficial use and usually several canal bank- breaks uhich result in costly repairs and periods of lost urater.
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Under the present contracts each canal cnmpany is alloted a certain amount
of uatar during April, May and June and tha projact takes the balance for
storage" It should not make any problems for the projsct to handle the
high peaks that occur during tha night, and bhus pgrmirt the other canals
to run fairly constant day and night" For a completa understanding of tha
primary rights and apportionmant of strearn i'l.ou as stipulated in the conlracts
sith bhe Bureau of Reclamation sae the Delivery Schedule and the Table of
ApportionmEnt, that are included in this report.

0n June 4' L964, Grant Hacking, Henry lllorkman and Dave Rasmussen urere
sucessful in reaching the Leidy Peak Ditch" At this timE there u,as three t,o
four foot of snou, pack around the ditch araa and there u,ag no v.i.aable
uatar running in the ditch. The prospects for uater in the Leidy ilitch
rooked Excelrent for June and July horuEver. By June 12, 1964, the floru
mEaaurad four efs and on Sune 13, 1.954, 4.0 cfs ulas turnad into the Highline
Canal for the Leidy Peak filing" Leidy Peak ditch contlnued running uater
into the Ashley Creek System up through JuIy 3i.i, 1954, for a total deliveryof 798"0 acre feet for the season" This is by far the begt returns frornthis filing for a lonq period of time.

0n July 2' L964, the Commissioner urent to Blanchett Park and shut off
the llloeby Irrigeruion Co" transmountain diversion and turned all the u,ater
dourn Dry Fork Canyon, tributary to Ashley Creek. By this time Ashley Creek
uras flourlng around 2ilU cfs and the primary rights uere not being satisfied.
This action uras in rine rtlith the old agreenent betureen Ashley craek primary
Users and lllosby Irriqation Co, It is interesting to note that in 1.g63,
the fllosby Canal ulag shut oPf on June 6, almost a month earlier than in
L964 "

0n JuIy 3t3' 196/r, the CommiselonEr returned to B.i"anshett park and turned
Lhe uater into the fllosby Canal" A trip to the ltlosby diversion belou Dry Fork
Turin Lakes u,as also made and the urater at this point uas turnerl into the
conpanies canal. At' this time there u,as aprox. 20"0 cfs" available from the
combined straams of Dry Fork Tuins and Blanchait Park, This action uas also
based on the old aoreement ulhereby tnosby takes tha uater ae snon as Dry Fork
SOrings discontinue runninq on the surface of thE stream bed,

1964 marked the beginning of a trial consolidation of four cf the irrj.-qation companies into one office under central supervision, Considerable
help in planninq this office and its funcfions was provi.derl by Ben Lindseyo
Uintah County Agent, and Dr, Bruce Anderson, Irrigation Soecjalist fromtjtah State University fxtension Service. Companies lnvn].ved in the CentralOffice uere the Ashley Upper Irriclation Co,. The Ashj.av Central IrriqationCo', The Hiqhline Canal Co" and Ashley ualley Reservolr Co. This consolid-ation move Droved to be a qreat benifit in the dlstribution of Ashley creekulater. It prouided a cenlral place for communication" betueen the Comrn-issioner and the lllater lllasters of Lhe varlous canal companiae, The exchaneeprogrom uras greatly s.implified by having all the recorda and requests for
"S" stock delivarjes at nna place^ And most imporbant of all tha CantralOffice provided for a call system of al.l ualer ehrch ult,imately reeultedin mora beneficial use of the availablE urater suppl.y

After ons yaar of operation under the Central office eoncept it is
racommended that other r:ompanies considar joinino the cenr,;:al 0ffica, Thistyos of operation is much more satisfactory and efficiant ag comrrared to theformar situation ruhereby the Commissioner attempted to correlate all ulater
orders anrl reouests sent jn from various companies from various locations" -,19-
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proved to be very freipful durinq hiqh ulater ancJ during psriods nf haavv

, irrlgation demand. The possibility of telephones in tha l.llater fllastersf
automobila should be studied for use during hanvy operational seriods"
The mobil talephones ara available on a rent. psr rnonth basie and need nnt
be rented ulhen not needed,

5- Take the daiJ.y rti.st,ribution abova the servicg canal renort and
the combined nrders fnr uater belnrv the ssruice canal aut to the Bureau

' of Reelamation office at Steinakar Dam.
Note: 0rders fnr deli'rRrv belou the Sarvice Canal urere rseuired t.n be in
the office 72 hours pri-rrl t,o the desirad deliverv time. This advance

. notice aeussd some problems in case of emerqsncy or unsxoectcd chanqee in
the weathEr,

The above outlined distributi,on practice eontinued on tn November l"
1964. uhich marked the and of the irrigatinn seaeon, Due to the extreme
dry conditinne in ateae above the S*rvice Canal, it uas anreed to bv the
Conservancy District to allou farmers to call for and uss '5" stock after
Novenber l, 196zl. uFr to the time uhen uleather conditions made irrioation
imoraetieal. 0n Nouember 14, 1964. heavy snotu fall brnuqhtt all irriqation
to a st,oo and AshLey Creak llfaters uare diverted into Steinaker Reservoir
for storaaa.

Generally soeakinD" distributior uent- euite ruall uith very feu/ eerlous
. problems" ll,ith a fair waLar sunp.lv and a batter systsm of handlinq calls

and exchanqgs most us€rs recei.ved and r:.ied thei.r fair rlhare of urater and
uere sat.iaf ied.

Aithough considerabre orortress u,as made duri.nq the 1964 irriqation
e€ason many carbs of our system are still, inadeouate.. The follouing
recommsndalions noint nut the nasds as seen by the Commiesiener at thj.s time.

I- lile should continue to aouire top notch men for t,he nosition of
lUater lllaster" fvery effort tn train and help thase men uith their job should
be taken. The County Agent, and SciI Conseruation Service could be involved
i.n training and in teachinq modern practices ae uell as bainq used as
resource oeople.

2- Headgates and measurinq desl.ees should be installed uhere needed
. and repaired or replaced urhere necsssary prior to any uater daliveries in

1965. The Dry Fork Area needs many such structures and are far behind
on meaauring deuices. Requirments for structuras must be uniform and -?q-include all Users Jn tha system"



3- An annual meeting of all Users in the Ashley Creek System should
be held prior to April I, 1965, in order that t964 dlsbribution mav bE re-
ported and revieured,

4- Completion of the propossd road from the Ashlay Unnsr headucrrks
area through Ferron Hackings' property to tha Thornebarq Diversion should
be completed as aoon aa EEather permitts" This road ulorrld save congiderablE
time and miles in diatributinn uork"

5- tiJe should give serious conaideration to mobil telephanes in the
lUatar fllasters' automobilae as urell as the Commissioners' to enrnnlete a
good communications system betureen Users, Ulater tllastersr Canai Crrmoanies
and the CommissionEr 

"6- Continued meetinqs of tha executive offi.cers shenavar deer"'er:
nacessaty should be held in order that problems may be solved as they
coma up and policy may be set to cover aII business"

7- A close uorkinq relationship should be maintained beturaen the Euraau
of Reclamation, the Conservancy DiEtrict and the Central irff"i.ce in ordsr
that maximum treneficial use and maximum storage may be ohtained at al i.
tines. The three r:arties are so intereJatad that one cannot onerate ulith-
out affecting the obhers.
