1. Mosby Irrigation company v,ras a'llowed to use the Deep creek
channel 6if, ilre conveyance of the water, i.e., Blanchard
Park, and Julius Park Reservoir with a reasonable conveyance
loss which was set at 10%.

2. All water would be derivered according to priority and .in

comp'liance with Civil 3067,6.2g cfs would be at the Huber
headgater prior to diversion above.

3. The 0llie Justice,ffit ould be satisfied in priority and
as against the Mosby Irrigation, company r.75 cfs would be
deli vered first from thfi {oftlflut r?uq 
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4. That all those without measuring devices would install them,
incl uding Arbon Wilkinsen.

5. Mosby Irrigation company would install the measuring device
on the Deep creek channer above the confruence.

6. That it was the water user's responsibility to maintain their
own headgates and clean out the conveying channels. The
Darvel cook Ditch was one that needed cleaning and they were
to give him reasonable time to do So, oF shut off his water.
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7. Donald c. Norseth, on his next trip into the area,would meet with
Lanny and Darvel Cook to see if he.oulSifr,.nlfCoop.rute in the
matter of locked gates and adjustrnent of their headgates.

with these items resolved, Dick Perry was to keep track of his
problems and when he had accumulated several, another trip would be
made into the area to assist him.

8. The water user's agreed to add an additional $250 to his salary,
give him 300 a mile for his travel,and Mosby Irrigation company was

to pay him separately for his triprto Blanchard park.
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
