In response to your inquiry regarding the possible transfer of
rights for Kentrs l,arlce Reservoir Company, we have reviewed the
ri"gtrts of the Conrpany and also the other rights in Kent I s Lake
ancl Three Creeks lleservoirs. Attached is a summary of those
rights as compilect by our engineer at Cedar City. This record
shows that there is 630 acre-feet of your companyrs water in
Kentts Lake plus 2OO acre-feet belonging to Beaver City Corpora-
tion. g3O aLre-feet were transferred from Kentrs Lake to Three
Creeks Reservoir. Kentrs Lake Reservoir Company also has Right
No. 77-37 limitecl to 1193 acre-feet, which has a I94O priority
and is subject to the agreement between the Conpany and Rocky
Ford lrrigation Company. These total 2023 acre-feet of storage
right in i reservoir witn 2029.23 acre-feet capacity. In addi-
ti5n to these rights of your company, there are 1508 acre-feet of
class B. direct itow rignts which can be stored in the reservoir
when conditions Permit.

The 830 acre-feet owned by Kentts Lake Irrigation Company in
Three Creeks Reservoir were transferred to Three Creeks from
Kentrs Lake. It would seem consistent if a part of that right
were allowed to be transferred back to Upper Kentrs Lake. The
proper change application would have to be filed, and the change
wouLd fe sunject to public notice and protest.. The State En-
gineer would then nofa a hearing and make his investigation, if
iequired, and render his decision. While the transfer may appear
poisible at this point, inforrnation may be presented to the State
nngineer which would require rejection.

As you know, rebuilding the Upper.Kentrs Lake Reservoir will re-
quiie the submission oi constiuction plans and specifications to
dnis Division, and approval by the State Engineer before con-
struction can begin.

I trust this wilt assist you in naking a decision as to your ac-
tions regarding UPPer Kentrs Lake
