This will acknowledge receipt of your letter of June 21, 1938
regarding a dispute which has been going on for some time between Cedar
City and the primeary water users of Coal creek concerning the use of
water from Chatterley spring. You inquire at should be your procedurse
since the primary water users are demanding you,ﬁéirelease from the
Cedar City primary system the water of Chatgerley quing. On the other
hand, Mr. R. J. Shay, City Astorney, has informed you that they have a
restraining order from the Fifth Judicial Diatrict Court reedy to serve
if en attempt bs mede to divert said spring water from the City water
system.

Since receiving your letter, I have given this matter comsiderable
thought, and, if I am correctly edvised in the matter, it appears to me
that there 18 ea issue which has to do with an interpretation of the decree.
Theat is, is Ceder City required to prorate itas water right with the field
users? If not, then no doubt the City could divert its full second-teet
for domestic ‘water without prorating with the irrigeators. If they must
prorate, then it may be necessary to turn part of the water from Chetter-
ley spring and the City's other source to the creek in order to divide the
water on a pro rata basis. Since this is an issue requiring an interpre-
tation of the deoree, 1 have concluded that the dest interest of all may
be served by asking the court for an interpretation for this part of the
decree. I am wondering, therefore, if Cedar City snd the irrigators would
Join me in a petition for the purpose of esking the court for en interpre-
tetion of this matter. If so, the petition can be prepared at once =nd
at an early date the court could, no doubt, give us & hearing, thus this
matter could be settled once and for all.

Will you kindly ascertain the attitude of the water users with
reference to this point and advise me by return majl. I am still hope-
ful that the users involved will reach an agreement which will settle
this matter because I have always held that more harmony and ezreater satis-
faction can be achieved if the parties can stipulate their diffdrences.
If the stipulation cannot be reached et once, however, it wfll be necessary
for us to move forward sinoe the irrigators are demanding you to teke ection,
