I, Tom Teeter, was born August 8, 1914 at Yost, Utah. I have been asked to write a
brief history of my friendship with Daniel Beus, his ranching, farming and his use of water on
the upper Raft River.

I cannot remember when, as a small child, I knew there was a Daniel Beus, for I grew up
just knowing and hearing about Daniel Beus. My dad related stories about their friendships and
business deals. Then in the early 1920's, my Uncle Emie Taylor went to work for Daniel and
worked for him on and off for the next 20 or 25 years. They lived on the Beus ranch on lower
Raft River known as the lower ranch or the Hansen Ranch. I spent alot of time visiting them
and working with them on Danny’s ranches.

My dad, Roy Teeter, had a thresher and he threshed grain for Danny for 15 years or
more. Daniel Beus was probably one of the most efficient ranchers of his time. He was a hard
worker, a good organizer, very intelligent and one of the most honest men I’ve known.

Everyone referred to the ground up around the bend in the niver and south of the home
ranch as the upper ranch. Danny hired a full time irrigator on the upper ranch and the home
ranch. He had his ditches ready for water and had them full of water as early in the spring as he
could. He used his water wisely and would irrigate as late in the fall as he possibly could. He
believed anything you could water late made a big difference the next spring, and I have
certainly found that concept to be true.

Danny hayed the upper place first, getting water back on each piece the same day you
finished stacking. Then you would move to the home ranch, then to the lower ranch to do
meadow hay and by the time you were done there, it would be time to start the second crop on
the upper place. He had some of the prettiest alfalfa hay I have seen in my lifetime on the upper
ranch and home ranch.

I drew my first paycheck from Daniel Beus when I was 16, running an old 10-foot buck
rake. My pay was $1.00 a day and I was thankful for it. Ilived with Danny and stayed in one of
the upstairs bedrooms in the old house built on the home place which still remains and is in
pretty good shape.

Your day began with Danny calling you for breakfast at 5 o’clock sharp. You ate and left
to catch and harness the horses and head out. You worked till noon, ate mutton stew and then
worked till the sun set every day but Sunday.

It was always the understanding on the upper Raft River that Beus had the best water
right and if he needed more water or if the water was short and he needed more, he let his
neighbors know by going up country and telling them to let more down and they never argued.

My dad, Uncle Ernie, nor I can remember knowing or hearing about Beus ever having
trouble getting all the water he thought was his to use or ever hearing of trouble over the water.
The water he used was his and he used it. Daniel Beus never took anything that didn’t belong to
him. He never even hunted deer out of season, that’s why he always had mutton stew!

It was almost for sure that come late summer, Daniel would have all the water out on the
fields drying up Raft River from the bottom of his home place till you got to Reed Springs.

During the big drought of the ‘30's, Danny had enough hay and feed for his own cows
and sheep. The folks in Yost were hurting for feed, Danny told them if they wanted to take
some cattle over by the old Century mine, he’d let them. We gathered up 500 head and drove
them over to the 2 sections by the Century mine. Then I stayed and herded them for 30 days.

In about 1931, Danny contracted my dad and Uncle Emie to cut, rake and stack his hay.



I wouldn’t even guess how many hundred ton we put up, but we used bull rakes and an over
shot stacker. We were happy how it turned out and Danny was happy, too. He paid us by the
ton and I would estimate we cut 3 ton to the acre first crop and 2 'z ton to the acre second crop
on the upper ranch and home ranch.

I have lived in the Yost-Malta area all my life, almost 86 years. The last time I saw
Danny, he and Arland Thompson was driving cattle from the lower ranch to a ranch he owned
in Yost. He wasn’t feeling well that night and I was sad to hear he’d passed away shortly after
that.

Since then I have often went past the home ranch and upper ranch, and I have known
each owner since Danny. I especially liked Daniel Beus and I liked working for him. He was a
very wealthy man with lots of land and holdings. He was one of the most honest men I've
known. He was completely faJr and treated you as an equal as his friend.

Oakley, Idaho. My Father, Emie Taylor, went to work for Daniel
Beus in 182Z2.

Although we lived on Daniel’s lower ranch, also known as the
Hansen ranch, we spent a lot of time helping on the Home ranch
and the upper ranch. My mother past away while we were living on
the Beus ranch, leaving my father with 6 small children. My 3
sisters and my infant brother went to live with different family
members. Myself and my younger brother Howard stayed with my
dad, so we spent a lot of time helping him while he worked.

Daniel Beus was a quiet man, honest and fair. Your day
began at day break and ended when the sun went down. He expected
you to work hard, and for those times he paid well.

Daniel had good alfalfa hay on the Home ranch and upper
ranch and he would hay them first, using buckrakes and over shot
stackers. Then we would move to the lower ranch where we lived,
and put up the meadow hay. As soon as we were done, we would
move back to the Home ranch and upper ranch and do second crop.
Haying season started around the 15th of June and lasted until
you were done, usually by September 15th.

I drew my first pay check from Daniel Beus when I was 14
years old helping him hay that year. He paid me $1.00 a day and
that was good wages for a young man my age at that time. In 1831
my dad and my uncle, Roy Teeter, contracted to put up Daniel’s
hay. Myself, my brother and two cousins all helped. We put up
lot of hay and Daniel paid us well.

Daniel had the best water right on the upper Raft River. He
got water on the fields as early as he could and kept it on the
fields until winter. Daniel always had his ditches all full and
irrigating when we would work cattle in the early spring and late
fall. He made good use of his water being sure it was turned
daily. There was a ditch which ran past the old Beus home and
through the corrals. I can’t remember in all the time I spent
around there ever seeing this ditch dry.

While I was on the Beus Ranch or while my dad was working on
the ranch I never recall or was told about trouble over his
water. When Daniel needed water he went up country and told his
neighbors to turn more down. My dad worked on and off for him
for 22 years and I never recall him ever mentioning an argument
about water or anything else. Everyone understood the water and
the way Beus operated and they all had a lot of respect for him.

Many times I went to the places where Daniel tock water out
on the Home ranch and the upper ranch, and I have marked the maps
shown me.

Most of the years I was on the Beus ranch Daniel would shut
the channel off dry about the 1st of July on the Home ranch and
put all the water on his fields. There would be no water 1in the

creek channel below the Beus’” until you reached Reed Springs.

In regard to your letter datad August 7, 1956, and recelved in this office
August 9, 1956, wherein you state that you are not protesting Apnlication No. 28010
for the reason that it is ycur impression that the storage contemplated in said ap~
plication is to be made subject to the prior rights of walier users in the same source
but at the same time you wish to 0all to our attention that you have water rights in
the same source as Application No. 28010 and that you believs that on construction of
thelir project, that proper measuring devices should be installed so that the lower
users and prior users can check and determine whether or not their rights are being
interferred with,

This is to advise you that the State Zngineer must anpprove applications in
accordance with Section 73-3-8: If thers is unanpropriated water in the proposed
source; the use will not impair existing rights or interfere with the more bene-
ficial use of water; the proposed plan is physically and economically feasible, and
if the applicant has the financial ability to complete the proposed works, und the
application was filed in good faith and not for purposes of speculation or monopoly.

As the applicatior. has completed the prctesting period, which emded August 5,
1956, without protest, ana from the informaticn zvailable, it seems that the applica-
tion will generally meet the above approwval conditions; therefore, in all probability
the application will be approved at a later date. Lowever, applications are approved
on certain conditions, one being that the application is subject to prior rights.

On examination of the files in thie office, it is noted that Daniel Beus,
your predecessor-in-interest, as stated in your aforesaid letter was issued Certi-
ficates on Applications Nos. 5259, 5986 and 3378. On examination of these rights,
it is noted that the only diversion that would be affected by the storage of water
under this right, would be the 2 sec.-ft. appropriated directly from Raft River
under Application No. 5986, the other appropriations being made from tributaries to
the Raft Hiver and would not be affected.

It 1s further noted that the 2 sec.-ft. of water is to he used from April 1
to Ueceamber 31, incluaive. As this right would be prior in time to the right being
initiated by Application No. 28010, it would be the responsibility of the applicants
under Application No. 28010 to see that your rights were not interferred with. Also
any other rights that may be below their diversion.
