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The total system assessment for the Provo River Distribution System is set by the water users at the annual meeting with the State Engineer.  The total system assessment is divided among water right holders as follows:
· CUWCD pays 5% of the total assessment for the Olmsted Power Plant
· CUWCD pays $2,500.00 of the total assessment for fish flows
· Lake Creek (0.5%), Center Creek (0.4%) and Daniel Creek (0.4%) irrigation companies are apportioned a fixed percentage of the total assessment.1,2
· Timberlakes Water Special Service District, Account 101972 is fixed at 0.05% of the total system assessment.
· WR 55-11554 for people’s roller mill pays 2.2 x system minimum assessment (as was charged in the decree)
· The remaining system assessment is apportioned among the remaining water right holders in accordance with paragraph 130 of the Provo River Decree:

It is further ordered, adjudged and decreed, that until the further order of the Court, the proportion of the total assessment to be bourne by each of the respective parties using water for irrigation is to be fixed by the product of the area of land irrigated, multiplied by the length of the season of use, divided by the duty of water on the 15th day of July
· CUWCD is assessed for Jordanelle Reservoir and the rights therein based on a value for the above-described calculation at 53,750 Wentz Units.
· A minimum assessment of $40 has been set by the committee.  If a calculated assessment is under $40, that assessment is raised to $40. 
· Owners are not assessed for water rights placed in non-use status.


Surface water moved to wells
· Water moved into a well based upon shares of stock in an irrigation company is not assessed.  The irrigation company continues to be assessed for all of their water even if it has been moved underground.
· Change applications on water rights moving surface water to groundwater will be assessed at $20 / AF in the right permitted for irrigation as follows:
· > 25 AF moved underground are assessed.
· Single domestic use quantities for yard etc.  are not assessed.
· Quantities greater than that used for a single home but less than 25 AF are assessed on a case by case basis determined by the commissioner.




1 – We do not assess water rights used in Wallsburg.
2 – On Lake Creek, Center Creek and Daniel Creek only the irrigation companies are assessed.  Unless a water right holder files a change application (not based on shares)  which requires the commissioner to regulate use of the water, the other water right holders on these Creeks should not be assessed.
