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2017 POT CREEK DISTRIBUTION MEETING

The annual meeting of the Pot Creek Distribution System was held
Thursday, February 22, 2017, in the Natural Resources Building in
Vernal, Utah. The meeting convened at 11:05 a.m., conducted by
Jared Manning of the Utah Division of Water Rights. Representatives
of the Colorado Division of Water Resources joined the meeting by
telephone.

Jared called the meeting to order. Andrew Dutson read the minutes
from the 2016 Annual Distribution Meeting. Erin Light made a motion
to accept the minutes as read. Steve Oldroyd seconded the motion.
The motion passed.

Gale Rasmussen'’s gave his Commissioner's Report. A discussion
was held regarding the delivery of water to Crouse Reservoir and the
Colorado water users. A discussion was held regarding the
commissioners travel mileage and the mileage reimbursement rate
for travel. The State of Utah uses the IRS mileage rate. A motion to
accept the report was made by Erin Light and seconded by Todd
Searle. The motion passed.

Ben Anderson gave a report from the State of Utah and the SNOTEL

report. Jared Manning gave an update on legislation in the State of
Utah.

Ben Anderson presented the 2016 financial report and budget
expenditures. A second discussion about the commissioners travel
mileage was held. The mileage rate and travel reimbursements were
discussed. Burke Buckalew made a motion to approve the financial
report. The motion was seconded by Erin Light. The motion passed.

Ben Anderson discussed the delinquent accounts. There were two
delinquent accounts. The billing entities for these two accounts were
Mike McCarrell and the Uintah Basin Grazing Association whose
billing contact was Todd Moon.
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Jared Manning led the 2017 budget discussion. A discussion was
held regarding the number of hours Gale had worked as
commissioner. Gale averaged 145 hours between 2012 and 2015.
Gale reported 153.5 hours of work in 2016. Gale’s salary went over
the budgeted amount of $1,550 in 2016. A total of $1,663.13 was
expended for salary in 2016. This may have been an accounting
error. Gale requested that his salary and travel remain the same. A
discussion was held regarding a pending Utah legislative bill that -
would amend financial procedures for Utah water commissioners.

Lowell Marthe made a motion to raise salary and travel by $100 each.
Paul McCoy seconded the motion. A vote was not held. A discussion
was held regarding the motion. Lowell requested to amend his
motion. A discussion was held regarding changing the budget and
travel mileage. Gale was asked what he would prefer. Lowell Marthe
withdrew his motion. Burke Buckalew made a motion to leave Salary
at $1,550, Social Security at $119, Insurance at $20 and to lower
travel to $900. Erin Light seconded the motion. The motion passed.

The supplies and equipment line item was discussed. A discussion
on storage and water transfers was held. Refilling of reservoirs was
discussed. Storing water without a water right was discussed.
Storing water out of priority was discussed.

The meeting general discussion returned to the 2017 budget. The
Supplies and Equipment, Contract Service, Miscellaneous Expenses
and State Engineer Assessment line items were discussed. Erin
Light made a motion to raise the Supplies and Equipment line item
from $0 to $100, to lower the Contract Service item from $3,100 to
$3,000 and to keep the Miscellaneous Expenses at $500. Burke
Buckalew seconded the motion. The motion passed. The State
Engineer Assessment was set at $270 by the State of Utah. The
2017 budget total was $6,459.

Erin Light made a motion to keep the 2017 Total Assessment Amount
at $3,600.00. The motion was seconded by Lowell Marthe. The
motion passed.

The directors for the previous year were Paul McCoy (for Utah), Trina
Hedrick (for Wildlife Resources) and Steve Oldroyd (for Colorado).
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Todd Searle made a motion to keep the directors the same. Lowell
Marthe seconded the motion. The motion passed.

A discussion was held regarding moving water on the system. It was
decided that representatives of the Utah Division of Wildlife
Resources will go and observe the reservoir elevations on Matt
Warner, Calder and Crouse in February or March. Their findings will
be reported to the Utah Division of Water Rights and then passed
onto the Colorado Division of Water Resources. A decision could
then be made whether storage water should be sent to Colorado
water users in April.

Burke Buckalew made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Gale
Rasmussen seconded the motion. The motion passed. The meeting
adjourned at 12:31 pm.
