
PROVO RIVJIR DISTRIBUTTON SYSTEM

The Provo River water users representatives met at the Utah
County Courthouse in the cornmission chambers at 1100 P. l',i. on Monday,
Decenber I, 1959, to discuss the proposed by-laws for their organiza-
tj-on and tbe general rnap of the group areas.

The corunittee was coriiposed of the following men:
Elmer Sea1, Earl Conder, Tracy S. Colvin, Niels Anderson/^, . \(Chairman)e Sherrnan A. Giles, and Ira J. Page. Donald C. Norseth

and Clarence E. Erickson, Jr. represent'ed the State Engineerrs Office.
Lloyd Bonner, West Heber Val1ey representive, was not present at
the meeting.

rrProvo River Distrj-bution Systenrr was proposed as the name of
the new association jn pFW" of the suggested nProvo Rlver Water
Usersrt. The nene was changed to prevent conflict with the already
exicting Provo River Water Users Association.

Several al-teration$ were made in the proposed Articl-es of
Associatlon. The Articl-e concerning the ni-ne nembers of the Board
of Dirrectors and the areas they represent presented the most
difficulty. It was resolved that the boundaries of the upper river
diversions were acceptable, and that the lower river userrs representa-
tives would have to decide anong thsnselves the rroblen of which area
each worrld represent.

Niels Anderson, Tracy Colvin, and Earl Conder said that t hey would
co're to an agreement over the area of representation dispute and
notify the State Engineerrs Office of the boundarj-es of each division
on the lower rlver seetion.

It was also resolved that each district or group would establish
an rt!.quitable Basisrr for electing i-ts olm rnember of the Board of
Drictors and report this to the conmittee so that it might be written
in the Articles such as; Kamas Val1ey Canals Group - one director,
elected by a ma.iority vote on an equal- basis, one wcte for each company;
Provo Bench Canal Company - one director, elected by a najority vote,
one share basis, one vote per share of stock; etc.

An Article was iincluded to read, rrThe priciple place of business
of this association, The Provo River Distrihrb:ion System shall- be
Provo, Utah.

Sherman Giles pointed out that the Individual Rights Group
representatj-ve should come from the upper va11ey region and there
rAras general agreenent to this idea. Each menber slgned a role sheet;
