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The annual meeting of the Price River Distribution System was called to order at 2:00 p.m. by Chairman Tom Bruno.  Marc Stilson read the minutes from the 2014 annual meeting.  A motion was made by Gary Sonntag, and seconded by Roger Koss to accept the minutes.  The motion passed.

The next item on the agenda was the Commissioner’s Report for 2014, which was given by Commissioner Bob Davis.  He indicated that we started the year with only 13,876 acre-feet of water in storage which is 22% of capacity. The snow pack was less than average.  Colder than normal temperatures helped forestall the beginning of runoff for a time.  The reservoir did not spill and only filled to 27,352 acre-feet.  End of year storage stood at 11,703 acre-feet.  The current SNOTEL data indicates the snowpack is 75% of average at the Mammoth-Cottonwood site, 81% on White River #1, and 78% on the Indian Canyon course.  A discussion of the report and general concerns regarding the system ensued.  Upon conclusion of the discussion, Bill Butcher made a motion to accept the Commissioner's Report.  Tom Matthews seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

A report from the Division of Water Rights was next on the agenda.  Ms. Sue Odekirk expressed appreciation to Commissioner Davis for the work he did in 2014.  Sue also discussed the standing rules of the committee. Each entity with a diversion on the Price River is entitled to one vote in matters related to distribution system administration. Sue also shared information about a bill being considered by the legislature that would affect how river commissioners are classified as State employees. Mr. Marc Stilson discussed some of the upcoming legislation regarding water and water rights being considered by the legislature this year.  

The next item on the agenda was a review of the 2014 Financial Statement.  As of January 1, 2014, there was $9,837.88 in the Trust Account.  Receipts during 2014 included $31,988.68 in regular assessments, $52.62 in delinquent penalties, $1.00 in previous assessments and penalties, and $123.14 in interest for a total of $32,165.44.  Expenditures for the year totaled $32,156.74.  As of December 31, 2014, there was $9,846.58 in the account.  There was one delinquent accounts in 2014 in the amount of $12.45.  A motion was made by Bill Butcher and seconded by George Cook to accept the Financial Statement.  The motion passed.

The next item of business was the preparation of the budget for 2015.  Tom Matthews made a suggestion to raise the commissioner’s salary by $600.00.  After some discussion, the following budget was prepared:
