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The annual meeting of the Mill Creek Distribution System was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Committee Member Mark Sovine.  The first item of business was a review of the minutes of the 2014 annual meeting.  A motion was made by Buzz Bates and seconded by Dave Engleman to accept the minutes.  The motion passed.

The next item on the agenda was the Distribution System Report.  The season started off with below average snow pack on the La Sal’s.  Late season rain storms helped irrigators greatly.  Kens Lake storage peaked at the end of June.  Kens Lake water users were put on restrictions which helped maintain lake levels.  The District ran two wells to supplement irrigation water in the valley.  The wells were turned on July 9th and ran until August 20th.  The SNOTEL report for this date shows the current snowpack is: La Sal Mountain 84%, Camp Jackson 72% and East Willow Creek 74%.  A motion was made by Dave Engleman and seconded by Buzz Bates to accept the Commissioner’s Report.  The motion passed.

A report from the Division of Water Rights was next on the agenda.  Mr. Marc Stilson discussed some of the upcoming legislation regarding water and water rights being considered by the legislature this year.
The committee recommended continued self-regulation by individual water users with oversight from the Division’s Price Office.  Sue Odekirk will work to set up a system that individual water use reports can be entered directly into our database.  Periodic field checks on the system would be made by staff from the Price Office.  Additional automation would also be installed on the system.      

A review of the 2014 Financial Statement was next on the agenda.  As of January 1, 2014 there was $5,275.22 in the Trust Account.  During 2014, receipts totaled $1,042.82, of which $950.00 was collected from regular assessments, $1.50 in delinquent penalties, $68.50 in previous assessments and penalties and $22.82 in interest.  Expenditures totaled $505.00.  There was one delinquent account in the amount of $53.35.  The balance in the Trust Account as of December 31, 2014 was $5,813.04.  A motion was made by Dave Engleman and seconded by Buzz Bates to accept the Financial Statement as read.  The motion passed. 
The next item of business was the preparation of the budget for 2015.  After some discussion, the following budget proposed:
