RE: Proposed policy for Garff Ranches Phase I (Lots 1 - 61)

DATE: March 18, 1993
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As you know, the Garff Ranches development has generated substantial controversy
in the Kamas area.” Using an area beginning at the N4 Corner of Section 12, T2S,
RSE, SLB&M, thence South 14,000 feet, thence East 6,000 feet, thence North 14,000
feet, and thence West 6,000 feet, I did an NWPLAT search of the water rights in
the area. These have been plotted on a USGS quad map of the area with the water
right number and then the name in parentheses. Also, the approximate boundaries
of Garff Ranches Phase I is shown and the drainage area for Indian Creek which
is within the boundaries of the development is shown.

I recommend that a policy which would 1imit new wells in the Indian Creek
drainage to inside use only and the other areas to 1 acre-foot only. Such a
policy should protect downstream water right holders and take care of the
concerns of the Leavitts that Indian Creek water will actually be taken for these
applications. If no irrigation water is taken, Indian Creek should be
substantially unaffected. The other areas to the north should not be as critical
and a policy of reviewing each application on its individual merits should be
reasonable.

The lots which would be Timited to 1 acre-foot would be 21-31, 41-45, and 48-51.
The lots limited to inside use only would be 1-20, 32-40, 46-47, and 52-61.
